The Links at Coyote Wash Utilities, L.L.C. (“Company”), an Arizona public service
corporation, hereby submits this Notice of Compliance pursuant to Decision No. 69209
(December 21, 2006) (“Order”). Through this filing the Company is addressing three compliance
items.

First, the Order requires the Company to file Approval of Construction (“AOC”)
documentation for the collection line installation. The Company responds that it does not have
AOC documentation to file at this time. Currently there is no construction occurring in the
extension area, and the developer is believed to be experiencing financial problems.

Second, the Order requires the Company to annually file certification from the Arizona
Department of Occupational Safety and Health (“ADOSH”) that the Company has utilized
ADOSH consultation services, and that the Company’s operators, agents, and employees have
taken appropriate training. The Company scheduled an appointment for January 9, 2008, which
is the earliest opportunity for an on-site consultation due to staffing issues at ADOSH. See

Exhibit 1 attached hereto. The Company will file ADOSH certification as soon as possible after




1 | the on-site visit.

2 Third, the Order requires the Company to file a copy of the Arizona Department of
3 | Environmental Quality’s (“ADEQ”) Aquifer Protection Permit (“APP”’) modification to include
4 | the extension area. The Company responds that it has not yet received the modified APP and
5 | presumably will not meet the Commission’s filing deadline of December 31, 2008. However, the
6 | Company believes that presently there is no reason to again request ADEQ to expedite its review

7 | since construction has been delayed and there is no current demand.
