PROCEDURAL ORDER(

BY THE COMMISSION:

On June 30, 2008, Sulphur Springs Valley Electric Cooperative, Inc. (“SSVEC” or
“Cooperative”) filed with the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) an application for a
rate increase.

On August 18, 2008, the Commission issued a Procedural Order that set this matter for
hearing on April 21, 2009.

The Commission has determined that there is sufficient interest in this and related matters
affecting the Cooperative that a Public Comment meeting in the local community where SSVEC
provides service is warranted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that a Public Comment Meeting in the above-captioned
matter shall commence on February 11, 2009, at 6:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as is practical, at
Buena High School Performing Arts Center, 5225 Buena School Boulevard, Sierra Vista, Arizona.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that if possible, SSVEC shall have the following notice

that posting was accomplished as soon as practical after completion.

The Commission is aware that given the timing of this Procedural Order, and publishing deadlines for the local
newspapers, it may not be possible for SSVEC to have the notice published as directed. If after using its best efforts,
SSVEC is unable to have the notice published, SSVEC shall file a notice to that effect in this docket, and should use its
best efforts to inform its members of the Public Comment meeting.
