Summarv
On June 2, 2009, Tonto Creek Utility Co. ("TCUC") .filed with the Arizona Corporation Commission
("Commission") an application for approval of the sale of its assets and the transfer of its Certificate of
Convenience and NecesSity ("CC&N") to Tonto Creek Water Company LLC ("TCWC"). Per the application
TCUC and TCWC entered into an agreement on June 1 2009 under which TCUC w.1l.l transfer all omits assets
to TCWC in returN for $15,000. Theagreement states that there is a separate agreement for the transfer of
ownership of Lot 23 in Tonto Creek Estates, The agreement states that, at closing on the transaction, TCUC
will pay all main extension agreement refunds due and all meter arid service line installation charge refunds
due. TCUC has asserted that TCWC will charge customers the same rates and charges currently assessed bY
TCUC, that the current Certified Operator will continue to operate the system, and thatTCWC currently plans
no changes to the operation and maintenance of the system.

The Commission's Utilities Division Staff ("Staff") is in the process of analyzing the application. and has not
yet made any recommendations in Ms matter. The Commission is not bound by the proposals made by
TCUC, TCWC, Staff, or any interveners. The. Commission will determine whether to approve the sale of
assets and CC&N transfer based on the evidence received throughanevidentiary hearing in this matter.
