= Loud noises from the plant can be heard frequently over an extended
residential area.
» Residents have had to endure heavy, excessive and dangerous traffic
created by frequent repair and pumper trucks.
= Property values, already damaged by our bad economy, have been
made worse by a processing plant of this age, ill repair and faltering
efficacy operating within and in such close proximity to residential
neighborhoods.
In sincere respect for the Commission, its Commissioners and your
governmentally ordained mission of consumer and environmental protection,
we urge you to decommission the plant now rather than squander funds each year
for costly repairs when the plant’s ultimate demise is inevitable.
