BY THE COMMISSION:

Parker Lakeview Estates HOA, Inc., d/b/a Parker Springs Water Company (“Parker” or
“Company”) is an Arizona non-profit corporation engaged in the business of providing water utility
service to the public in a portion of Cochise County, Arizona. On May 8, 2009, Parker filed with the
Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) an application requesting an increase its rates and
charges (“Application”).

On September 8, 2009, the Commission’s Utilities Division Staff (“Staff”) determined that
Parker’s Application was sufficient and classified the Company as a Class E utility.

On November 9, 2009, Staff filed its Staff Report, recommending Staff’s rates and charges be
approved without a hearing.

Having considered the entire record herein and being fully advised in the premises, the

Commission finds, concludes, and orders that:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Parker is an Arizona non-profit corporation engaged in the business of providing water

utility service to the public in a portion of Cochise County, Arizona, pursuant to authority granted by

the Commission in Decision No. 34138 (October 19, 1962).! The Company’s present rates and
charges for water service were approved in Decision No. 59373 (November 1, 1995).

2. On May 8, 2009, Parker filed its Application and notified its customers of the
proposed rates and charges by first class U.S. mail. In response, the Commission received eight
customer comments; however, two of the comments were from non-customers.? Of the remaining six
comments, four were in opposition to a rate increase, one was in favor of Parker’s requested increase,
and one was in favor of a rate increase, but felt the Company’s request was too high.

3. On June 8, 2009, Staff filed its Letter of Deficiency and First Set of Data Requests.

4. On August 14, 2009, the Company filed its responses to the data requests.

S. On September 8, 2009, Staff determined that Parker’s Application was sufficient and
classified the Company as a Class E Utility.

6. On November 9, 2009, Staff filed its Staff Report, recommending an alternative rate
schedule and making other recommendations.

7. During the test year ended December 31, 2008, the Company served 38 metered
customers, 20 of which were served by 5/8 x 3/4-inch meters, and 18 of which were served by 3/4-
inch meters. According to the Engineering Report attached to the Staff Report as Attachment A
(“Engineering Report”™), Parker reported that only five of its 38 customers during the test year were
full-time residents.

8. Average and median usage by customers on the 5/8” x 3/4” meters during the test year

were 866 and 208 gallons per month, respectively.

10.  According to the Staff Repdrt, Parker’s original cost rate base (“OCRB”) is $36,713,
which is the same as its fair value rate base (“FVRB”). This is a $1,234 increase to Parker’s
proposed OCRB of $35,479, based upon Staff’s adjustment to working capital. Staff’s proposed rate
base adjustment is reasonable and will be adopted.

11.  In the test year, Parker collected total operating revenues of $13,390, and Staff made
no adjustments to test year operating revenues.

12.  Staff made two adjustments to Parker’s test year operating expenses of $13,969,
including a decrease of $416 for water testing costs and a decrease of $500 for outside services.
Staff’s recommended net decrease of $916 to operating expenses resulted in recommended total test
year operating expenses of $13,053. Staff’s proposed adjustments to test year operating expenses are
reasonable and will be adopted.

13.  Based on Staff’s analysis, Parker’s present rates and charges produced operating
revenues of $13,390 and adjusted operating expenses of $13,053, resulting in a net operating income
of $337 for the test year.

14.  The water rates and charges Parker proposes would produce operating revenues of
$19,478 and operating expenses of $13,969, resulting in an operating income of $5,509, for a 15.53
percent rate of return on its FVRB.

15.  The water rates and charges Staff proposes would produce operating revenues of
$16,723 and operating expenses of $13,053, resulting in an operating income of $3,670, for a 10.00
percent rate of return on itsFVRB.

16.  Parker’s proposed rates would increase the median 5/8” x 3/4” meter monthly
residential customer bill by $13.08, or 47.5 percent, from $27.54 to $40.62 and would increase the

average monthly residential customer bill by $13.35, or 45.6 percent, from $29.25 to $42.60.

17. Staff’s recommended rates would increase the median 5/8” x 3/4” meter monthly
residential customer bill by $6.52, or 23.7 percent, from $27.54 to $34.06 and would increase the
average monthly residential customer bill by $6.59, or 22.5 percent, from $29.25 to $35.84.

18.  Parker proposed a number of changes to its service charges and Staff agreed with the
Company’s proposals, except that Parker proposed to change deposit interest to 2 percent. Staff
asserts its recommendation of a 6 percent deposit interest is reasonable and normal, and notes that,

because interest fluctuates, deposit interest has not historically been altered to match current interest

rates.

19.  No objections were filed to the Staff Report.

20.  Staff recommended that the Commission approve its proposed rates and charges. Staff
also made the following additional recommendations.

21.  Parker may collect from its customers a proportionate share of any privilege, sales or
use tax as provided for in Arizona Administrative Code (“A.A.C.”) R14-2-409(D).

22.  Parker should be ordered to file with Docket Control, as a compliance item in this
docket, a schedule of its rates and charges within 30 days after the effective date of the Decision.

23.  Parker should be ordered to use the depreciation rates by individual National
Association of Regulatory Utility Commissioners (“NARUC”) category on a going-forward basis as
delineated in Table B of the Engineering Report, and attached hereto as Exhibit A.

24.  Engineering Staff found that, during the test year, Parker had a water loss of 16.2
percent, which exceeds acceptable limits. Engineering Staff stated that during the test year, the
Company installed “blow-off” valves and this work would have contributed to a higher than normal
amount of non-account water due to flushing of the lines. According to Engineering Staff, the
Company’s 2007 Annual Report indicated only a 7.5 percent water loss.

25.  As such, Staff recommends that Parker should be ordered to monitor the water system
and submit the gallons pumped and sold to determine the non-account water for one full year. Parker
should coordinate when it reads the well meters each month with the customer billings so that an

accurate accounting is determined. The results of this monitoring and reporting should be docketed

as a compliance item in this docket within 13 months of the effective date of this Decision. If the
reported water loss is greater than 10 percent, the Company should prepare a report containing a
detailed analysis and plan to reduce water loss to 10 percent or less. If the Company believes it is not
cost effective to reduce the water loss to less than 10 percent, it should submit a detailed cost benefit
analysis to support its opinion. In no case should Parker allow water loss to be greater than 15
percent. The water loss reduction report or the detailed analysis, whichever is submitted, should be
docketed as a compliance item within 15 months of the effective date of this Decision.

26.  Engineering Staff also noted that Parker does not have an approved curtailment tariff.
Staff recommends that Parker should be ordered to file a curtailment tariff no later than 90 days after
the effective date of this Decision. The tariff should be filed with Docket Control as a compliance
item in this docket and shall generally conform to the sample tariff found at the Commission’s
website.

27.  Staff recommends that Parker should be ordered to install or update the Company’s
information signs at each facility site, such as the well head, generator and storage tank sites. Staff
states that the signs should comply with the Arizona Department of Environmental Quality
(“ADEQ”) requirements and include the system name, system Public Water System Identification
and emergency contact phone numbers.

28.  Staff recommends that Parker file with Docket Control, as a compliance item in this
docket, within 45 days of the effective date of this Decision, documentation demonstrating
compliance with the informational posting requirements.

29.  According to the Engineering Report, the Company’s current system can adequately
serve its present customer base as well as any reasonable growth.

30.  Staff reports that ADEQ reported no deficiencies for the Company and determined
that Parker’s water system is currently delivering water that meets the water quality standards

required by A.A.C., Title 18, Chapter 4.

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1 31.  The Company is not within an Active Management Area. Staff notes that ADEQ

classifies Parker’s water system as a non-community water system. Therefore, the Arizona

3 | Department of Water Resources does not regulate Parker as a community water system.
32.  Parker has an approved backflow prevention tariff.
33.  According to Staff, Parker is in good standing with the Commission’s Corporations
Division.

34.  According to Staff, the Utilities Division Compliance Section showed no outstanding

compliance issues.

35.  According to Staff, Parker had two billing complaints and one requested audit in 2009,
10 | and all three issues have been resolved.

11 36.  Parker filed a Certificate of Compliance from the Arizona Department of Reveﬁue
12 | indicating that the Company is current in its property and sales tax payments.

13 37.  Because an allowance for Parker’s property tax expense is included in the Company’s
14 | rates and will be collected from it customers, the Commission seeks assurances from the Company
15 [ that any taxes collected from ratepayers are being remitted to the appropriate taxing authority. It has
16 { come to the Commission’s attention that a number of water companies have been unwilling or unable
17 | to fulfill their obligation to pay the taxes that were collected from ratepayers, some for as many as
18 | twenty years. It is reasonable, therefore, that as a preventative measure Parker annually file, as part of
19 {its Annual Report, an affidavit with the Utilities Division attesting that the Company is current in
20 | paying its property taxes in Arizona. Y

21 38.  We find that Staff’s proposed rates and charges and additional recommendations are
22 | reasonable and should be adopted.

23 CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

24 1. The Company is a public service corporation within the meaning of Article XV of the
25 I Arizona Constitution and A.R.S. §§ 40-250 and 40-251.
