RETURN. PROCEDURAL ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:

On March 24, 2008, Arizona Public Service Company (“APS”) filed with the Arizona
Corporation Commission (“Commission”) an application for a rate increase.

On November 17, 2009, a Recommended Opinion and Order was docketed. The
Recommended Order proposed approval of a Settlement Agreement filed in the docket, with certain
modifications.

On November 24, 2009, the Commission’s Utilities Division Staff (“Staff”) filed a Request
for a Procedural Order. Staff states that Section 14.10 of the Settlement Agreement sets forth a
timeframe for review and approval of APS’ 2010 Energy Efficiency Implementation Plan (“EEI
Plan™). Staff indicates that, because of its limited resources and the volume of additional pending
matters, it has been unable to complete its review of the EEI Plan within the timeframe contemplated
by the Settlement Agreement. Staff proposes that it be permitted to file by December 2, 2009, its
recommendations regarding the following four programs:

1. Low Income Weatherization enhancements;

2. Appliance Recycling;

3. Raising the consumer cap on the schools program; and

4, Self Direction.

Staff states that its proposal would allow the Commission to consider these four items at its Special
Open Meeting that is scheduled to commence on December 7, 2009, as long as the time period for
exceptions is shortened accordingly. According to its filing, Staff’s recommendations concerning the
remaining six programs under the EEI Plan would be considered at the January 2010 Open Meeting.
Staff represents that it provided its proposed schedule to all parties in the APS rate case docket and
that no party objects to Staff’s request.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that Staff’s request to adopt the procedural schedule
described above for consideration of the EEI Plan pursuant to Section 14.10 of the Settlement
Agreement is granted. Staff shall file its recommendations regarding the four programs set
forth above by December 2, 2009. Exceptions to Staff’s recommendations shall be filed by 4:00
p.m., on December 4, 2009.
