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ARBITRATOR RODDA: This is the time set for the
procedural conference in Docket Numbers T-01051B-09-383
and T-03335A-09-383, which is the arbitration of the
interconnection agreement between Qwest and North County
Communications.

Good morning, everyone. Welcome to the Arizona
Corporation Commission. My name is Jane Rodda, and I'm
the Administrative Law Judge assigned to this matter.

First thing I'm going to do is to take
appearances of the parties. So on behalf of Qwest?

MR. CURTRIGHT: This is Norman Curtright for
Qwest Corporation, and also on the line this morning with
Qwest is Reed Peterson.

ARBITRATOR RODDA: And on behalf of North County
Communications?

MR . REICHMAN: This is Chris Reichman with the
Dicks and Workman firm, representing North County
Communications.

ARBITRATOR RODDA: All right. First, before I'm
going to ask you for the status update, I want to thank
you, Mr. Curtright, or Mr. Peterson, for arranging the
bridgé line. It's very helpful.

MR. CURTRIGHT: Sure thing.

have been talking, and so who wants to fill me in on where

been in productive discussions and have set as their
self-imposed deadline to conclude this negotiation by the
15th of this month. Now, I'm not personally involved, but
that's the report I get.

Mr. Reichman, 1f you have a different view,
perhaps you could let us know what is going on.

MR. REICHMAN: No, I agree entirely, Norm. My
understanding is that NCC sent its final comments to Qwest
on the 1s£, and that we do have a self-imposed déadline of
the 15th to get -- to have a signed draft of the final
ICA.

ARBITRATOR RODDA: Okay. And then so after you
have finalized your agreement, you'll file it with the
Commigsion; is that right, Mr. Curtright?

If we reach it
by negotiation and without resorting to arbitration, we'll
file the agreement as we do normally and Qwest would move
to dismiss the arbitration. I think if we don't meet our
deadline, we might go ahead and set a time by which we
need to get the ball rolling by filing a proposed
agreement and the parties' respective language proposals.

Just to hold everyone's feet
to the fire, what we were thinking was that if we don't
meet that objective that we would pick a date early next
year by which the parties would file jointly, if possible,
a proposed agreement, and then set out their respective
language differences and enumerate the issues.

I'm looking at perhaps
January 22 for filing the proposed agreement and list of
issues and the respective language proposals.

So perhaps by
January 22 you could do that, or before that date file a
motion to dismiss or --
