On February 3, 2010, the Arizona Corporation Commission ("Commission") held a Special Open
Meeting ("Meeting") regarding Arizona Public Service Company's ("APS" or  "Company")
competitive solicitation process for the Small Generation Pilot Program ("Small-Gen Pilot").
During that open meeting APS was requested to provide additional information related to the
negotiation process. On February 12, 2010, the Company provided to the Commission a set of
competitively confidential documents related to the negotiation process that were specifically
requested by the Commission.

The Commission also requested that the Company provide, within two weeks of the meeting
date, a status report on the remaining two bidder contracts selected through the Small-Gen Pilot.
APS is happy to report that both of the contracts that were still in negotiation at the time of the
Special Open Meeting have now been executed.

Copies of these final executed contracts are competitively confidential and are being provided to
the Commission pursuant to an executed protective agreement for the 2010 APS RES
Implementation Plan dated July 14, 2009. APS asserts that these contracts are proprietary and
competitively confidential, and must be protected from public disclosure because the contracts
contain sensitive commercial information for APS, as wet] as the renewable energy developer
counterparties, and that disclosure of the competitively confidential contract details would be
contrary to the public interest.
