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Diversified Water Utilities, Inc., ("Diversified") was granted an extension of its

Certificate of Convenience and Necessity ("CC&N") in Pinal County by Decision No. 70181

(the "Decision") dated February 27, 2008. The Decision ordered Diversified to file with

Docket Control by February 27, 2010, as a compliance filing, copies of:

1. Arizona Department of Environmental Quality's Approval to Constnlct the

water plant facilities needed to serve the first development in the extension

area, and

2. The developer's Arizona Department of Water Resources Certificate of

Assured Water Supply for the first subdivision in the extension area.

Due to the slowdown of development caused by the State's current economic

situation, additional time is needed to meet the compliance requirements of the Decision.

Diversified remains committed to serving the extension area. Diversified has

spent substantial time and money processing an application for a Certificate of Assured Water

Supply with the Arizona Department of Water Resources. The ADWR altered its criteria for
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reviewing such applications following the grant of Decision No. 70181 necessitating

Diversified's development of a new hydrologic model for its certificated area. The ADWR is

still reviewing and commenting on the model and the pending application for Certificate of

Assured Water Supply. Diversified has also reviewed and provided comments on the

developer's preliminary plans for water facilities needed to serve its development.

Based on the foregoing, Diversified respectfully requests an extension of not

less than two years to comply with the Decision.
