PROCEDURAL ORDER

On June 10, 2009, Sun Leisure Estates Utilities Company, Ine. (“Sun Leisure” or the
“Company”), filed with the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission™), its application for a
permanent rate increase (“Application™).

On September 11, 2009, Staff determined that Sun Leisure’s Application was sufficient and
classified the Company as a Class E Utility.

On October 29, 2009, Staff filed a Request for Extension for filing its Staff Report in this
matter from November 10, 2009, to November 24, 2009. Staff stated that the Company did not object
to the extension.

On November 3, 2009, a Procedural Order was issued granting Staff’s Request for Extension
and extending the deadline accordingly.

On November 24, 2009, Staff filed its Staff Report, recommending an alternative rate schedule
and making other recommendations, and on December 3, 2009, Sun Leisure filed objections to the
Staff Report (“Objections™).

On December 4, 2009, a Procedural Order was issued directing Staff to file its responses to the
Company’s Objections no later than January 8, 2010. The Procedural Order also suspended the
timeclock in this matter.

On January 8, 2010, Staff filed its Reply to Sun Leisure’s Objections, and filed a Notice of

Errata to Staff’s Reply on January 11, 2010.

A review of the filings in this matter indicates that a procedural conference is necessary. At
the Procedural Conference, the parties should be prepared to discuss the possibility of consolidating
this matter with Sun Leisure’s finance application, Docket No, W-02386A-09-0554.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that all parties must comply with Rules 31 and 38 of the Rules of
the Arizona Supreme Court and A.R.S. § 40-243 with respect to practice of law and admission pro hac
vice.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Presiding Officer may rescind, alter, amend, or waive
any portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by ruling at hearing.
