Pursuant to Procedural Order Dated March 8, 2010 by Judge Jane L. Rodda,

Intervenors Sue Downing, James Rowley Il and Susan Scott hereby move for the hearing

scheduled to commence Wednesday, March

24, 2010 and continue through Friday, March

26, 2010 be set over because SSVEC has failed to comply with the procedural order in this

case. The procedural order states at page 3:

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that as soon as practical, SSVEC
should cause a copy of the rate hearing transcripts to be made available
for review at the public libraries in the Affected Areas, with instructions to
the libraries that due to copyright considerations, any copies made are
limited to 20 pages per transcript per person.
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As of today’s date, the only transcripts available at the Patagonia and Sonoita libraries
are transcripts of the April 21, 22 and 23, 2009 hearing. NO transcripts are available for the
hearing held by the Arizona Corporation Commission in Sierra Vista, but most importantly
and urgently needed by intervenors to prepare for the upcoming hearing, are transcripts of
the August 2009 hearing that ended August 17, 2009 and the preceding hearing held in July
of that year. Moreover, the transcript for April 23, 2009 is incomplete.

Accordingly, until such time as the required transcripts are made available as ordered,
Intervenors respectfully request that the hearing scheduled to commence March 24, 2010 be
set over because Intervenors are being severally prejudiced by not being able to review the

transcripts and use previous witness testimony as necessary to their cases.
