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16 PROCEDURAL ORDER
17 BY THE COMMISSION:
18 On January 14, 2010, Sulphur Springs Valley Electric Cooperative, Inc. (“SSVEC” or
19 “Cooperative™) filed with the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) a Petition to Amend
20 Decision No. 71274 Pursuant to A.R.S. §40-252 and for Related Authorization (“§40-252 Petition”)
21 in Docket No. E-01575A-08-0328. At a Special Open Meeting of the Commission held on February
2 3, 2010, the Commission passed a Motion to grant the § 40-252 Petition, and directed the Hearing
3 Division to schedule an expedited hearing on the request. The hearing on the § 40-252 Petition
24 commenced on March 24, 2010, and continued through March 26, 2010.
55 By Procedural Order dated February 11, 2010, a schedule and guidelines were set for the
y hearing on the Cooperative’s pending Application for Rehearing and Reconsideration of Decision
.- No. 71274 pursuant to A.R.S. § 40-253 (“§ 40-253 Application™), and its request for a Moratorium on
- new hook-ups (“Moratorium Application”). At that time, a hearing was set to commence on July 7,
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2010.!

Depending on the Commission resolution of the § 40-252 Petition to Amend, the hearing on
the § 40-253 and Moratorium Applications may be rendered unnecessary. If the Commission does
not grant the § 40-252 relief being sought, a hearing on the § 40-253 and Moratorium Applications
will likely be required; however, it would be burdensome and inefficient to require the parties to
prepare for the latter proceeding until the Commission has issued a Decision on the § 40-252 Petition.
The issue was discussed at the conclusion of the hearing on the § 40-252 Petition, and the parties
(who are identical in the two matters) agreed that the schedule in the § 40-253 and Moratorium
Applications proceeding should be stayed. Because SSVEC has already mailed notice of the July
hearing to its members, the first day of the hearing (July 7, 2010) will be utilized for the purpose of
taking public comment, if necessary. If needed, the hearing will be rescheduled by subsequent
Procedural Order.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the procedural schedule in the § 40-253 and
Moratorium Applications, as established in the February 11, 2010 Procedural Order, is suspended
and the pre-hearing and hearing dates continued indefinitely pending a future Order.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Public Comment related to the § 40-253 and Moratorium
Applications shall commence on July 7, 2010 at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as is practical, at
the Commission’s Tucson offices, 400 West Congress, Room 222, Tucson, Arizona.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Presiding Officer may rescind, alter, amend, or waive

any portion of this Procedural Order either by subsequent Procedural Order or by ruling at hearing.
