13 On October 1, 2009, Arizona Electric Cooperative, Inc. ("AEPCO" or "Cooperative") filed

14 with the Arizona Corporation Commission ("Commission") an application for a rate increase. The

15 matter was set for hearing to commence on August 17, 2010. Intervention has been granted to

16 Mohave Electric Cooperative, Inc. ("MEC"), Trico Electric Cooperative, Inc. ("Trico"), and to

17 Sulphur Springs Valley Electric Cooperative, Inc. ("SSVEC").

On March 1, 2010, MEC tiled a Request for Expedited Procedural Conference to discuss

19 potential changes to the procedural schedule.

20 On March 3, 2010, AEPCO filed a Response to MEC's Request. AEPCO agrees that a

21 . procedural conference will be needed, but suggests it would be more productive if it were to be

22 scheduled after the parties and Staff have had time to meet and discuss relevant issues and a revised

On March 5, 2010, Trice filed a Response to MEC's Request for Expedited Procedural

25 Conference, agreeing that a procedural conference is appropriate.

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1 On March 29, 2010, AEPCO filed a Request for Procedural Conference. AEPCO, the
