A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF MARICOPA, ARIZONA, SUPPORTING THE APPLICATION BY
ARIZONA PUBLIC SERVICE COMPANY TO SELL CERTAIN
ELECTRICAL FACILITIES AND TO DELETE AREAS SERVED BY
ELECTRICAL DISTRICT NO.3 FROM THEIR CERTIFICATE OF
CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY

WHEREAS Electrical District #3 ("ED #3") was formed in 1926 to provide electrical
power and energy for agricultural and irrigation purposes and has provided the electrical
infrastructure and operations to serve the greater Maricopa area at a time critical to the City of
Maricopa's growth, and

WHEREAS, the City of Maricopa recognizes ED #3 as an important strategic partner in
the area's development and as a reliable provider of electrical service to the greater Maricopa
area, and

WHEREAS, Arizona Public Service Company ("APS") has made an application with the
Arizona Corporation Commission (ACC Docket No. E-01345A-08-04226) to sell electrical
facilities in Pinal County to ED#3 and to delete areas served by ED#3 from their Certificate of
Convenience and Necessity thereby allowing ED#3 to provide service to APS customers (known
as "Split Ends" customers), and

WHEREAS, the City of Maricopa recognizes that the purchase of the electrical facilities
and the inclusion of the APS customers is intended to reduce overall cost for ED#3 by expanding
their customer base, enhancing service to the affected areas, lowering per user capital cost,
eliminating potential safety risks, and positively impacting ED#3's bond rating, and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Maricopa believes the Arizona Corporation
Commission's approval of APS' application will reduce the cost of electricity to residents of the
City of Maricopa and is, therefore, in the best interest of the residents of the City of Maricopa.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Mayor and City Council of the
City of Maricopa, Arizona support the application by APS now pending before the Arizona
Corporation Commission (ACC Docket No. E-01345A-08-04226) for authorization to sell
electrical facilities to ED#3 and to delete areas sewed by ED#3 from the APS Certificate of
Convenience and Necessity.
