Dear Gary:

As you requested, the following is a summary regarding the tariff filing that was
approved by the Arizona Corporation Commission ("Commission") effective January 10, 1997,
which authorized the current rates and charges for Baca Float Water Company, Inc. ("BFWC" or
the "Company"). As you no doubt recall, on December 10, 1996, 1 docketed a request with the
Commission for approval of: (i) revised rates and charges for BFWC, as set forth in an attached
amended tariff schedule; and (ii) a curtailment plan tariff. The revised tariff schedule and the
new curtailment plan tariff were assigned Docket No. W-01678A-96-0602. ‘A copy of my
December 10, 1996, tariff filing is attached to this letter as Tab 1. 1 provided a copy of the tariff
schedules to BFWC immediately following the filing, and the Company kept a copy of the tariff
schedules available for public inspection.

Shortly after filing the revised tariff schedule, I met with Randy Sable, a former chief
accountant with the Commission, to discuss the tariff schedule. I explained to Mr. Sable that
BFWC had obtained its CC&N from the Commission in Decision 32233 on May 31, 1960,
which is the same decision that approved the utility's initial rates and charges. I further
explained that up until the date of my filing in December 1996, BFWC had not served any
customers, but that the Company was anticipating commencing service to customers in 1997.
Since the approved initial rates were nearly 30 years old, and since BFWC had not yet started
serving customers, I told Mr. Sable that the Company was requesting that the Commission
approve updated rates and charges. Following our meeting, Mr. Sable reported back to me that
the Commission did not have any opposition to the proposed updated tariff schedule.

In a letter dated January 23, 1997, a copy of which is attached to this letter as Tab 2, Lori
Miller of the Commission's Utilities Division transmitted to you a stamped copy of the revised
tariff schedule and curtailment plan tariff that became effective by operation of law on January
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10, 1997. A copy of Ms. Miller's letter was filed with Docket Control on January 24, 1997. In a
memo from Lori Miller to Carmen Madrid dated August 14, 1998, a copy of which is attached to
this letter as Tab 3, Ms. Miller stated that the new tariff became effective by operation of law on
January 10, 1997, and that Docket W-01678A-96-0602 should be administratively closed.
Thereafter, on February 19, 1999, Docket Control filed Administrative Closure No. 61523
stating that the tariff became effective on January 10, 1997, and that the docket was being
officially closed. A copy of administrative closure is attached to this letter as Tab 4.

Arizona Revised Statutes § 40-367(A) and (B) provides as follows:

A.  No change shall be made by any public service corporation in any rate,
fare, toll, rental, charge or classification, or in any rule, regulation or contract
relating to or affecting any rate, toll, fare, rental, charge, classification or
service, or in any privilege or facility, except after thirty days notice to the
commission and to the public as provided in this chapter.

B. Notice shall be given by filing with the commission and keeping open for
public inspection new schedules stating plainly the change to be made in the
schedules then in force, and the time when the change will go into effect..

The revised tariff schedule filed with Docket Control on December 10, 1996, and
approved by the Commission effective as of January 10, 1997, was approved in accordance with

. ARS. § 40-367. Notice of the revised tariff was provided in accordance with A.R.S. § 40-
367(B) by filing the tariff with Docket Control, and by keeping open for public inspection a copy

of the revised new tariff at the Company's place of business. The revised tariff became effective
after 30 days notice to the Commission and the public, in accordance with § 40-367(A).

PURPOSE:

The purpose of this tariff is to protect BACA FLOAT WATER COMPANY, INC.
(Company) water from the possibility of contarnination caused
by the backflow of contaminants that may be present on the customer’s premises by requiring
the installation and periodic testing of backflow-prevention assemblies pursuant to the .
provisions of the Arizona Administrative Code (A.A.C.) R14-2-405.B.6 and A.A.C. R18-4-
115.

REQUIREMENTS:

In compliance with the Rules of the Arizona Corporation Commission (Commission)
and the Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (ADEQ), specifically A.A C. R14-2-
405.B.6 and A.A.C. R18-4-115 relating to backflow prevention:

1. The Company may require a customer to pay for and to have installed a backflow-
prevention assembly if A.A.C. R18-4-115.B or C applies.

2. A backflow-prevention assembly required to be iustalled by the customer under
Paragraph 1 of this tariff shall comply with the requirements set forth in A.A.C. RIg-
4-115.D and E.

3. Subject to the provisions of A.A.C. R14-2-407 and 410, and in accordance with
paragraphs 1 and 7 of this tariff, the Company may terminate service or may deny
service to a customer who fails to install 2 backflow-prevention assembly as required
by this tariff.

4. The Company shall give any existing customer who is required to install a backflow-
prevention assembly written notice of said requirement. If A.A.C. R14-2-410.B.1.a. is
not applicable, the customer shall be given thirty (30) days in which to comply with
this notice. If the customer can show good cause as to why he cannot install the -
device within thirty (30) days, the Company or Commission Staff may suspend this
requirement for a reasonable period of time. '

The backflow-prevention
assembly shall be repaired or replaced by the customer and retested before service is
restored.

In the event the backflow-prevention assembly does not function properly or fails any
test, or in the event that a customer fails to comply with the testing requirement, and -
A.A.C. R14-2-410.B.1.a. is not applicable, the backflow-prevention assembly shall be
repaired or replaced within fourteen (14) days of the initial discovery of the deficiency
in the assembly or its function. Failure to remedy the deficiency or disfunction of the
assembly, or failure to retest, shall be grounds for tennmanon of water service in
accordance with A.A.C. R14-2-410.
