3.1 There are three lots including the East well site there has been out of service since original
purchase. We valued each lot at $1000.00. See revised page 14 of application transmitted
herewith. In conjunction with that I reallocated costs based on estimated costs for the other items
detailed in the sale documents that were previously supplied. Please let me know if I need to
recalculate depreciation.

3.2 We valued each well #2 at $2500.

3.3 The truck that was referred to is owned by the Estate of James Little. The company
occasionally uses it but does not own it.

3.4 There were two computers in the oHice when you visited. The lap top computer is Robert
Gordon's personal computer. The other computer was one that James Little had and was
purchased by him personally. As far as the telephone is concerned l. do not know when that was
purchased or for how much.

3.5 Please see change order no. 1 that shows a 100,000 gallon water tank.

3.6 The engineer is getting me the data for this and as soon as l receive it from him I will forward
it to you. The new water and pressure tank will be placed west of the existing south well
facilities. The old pressure tank will be taken out of service.
