BY THE COMMISSION:
On July 9, 2010, Mirabell Water Company (“Mirabell” or the “Company”), filed with the
Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”), an application for authority to incur long-term

debt (“Finance Application”) in the amount of $11,000 to acquire financing to pay for the repair of a
submersible motor/pump.

On July 13, 2010, Mirabell filed with the Commission, an application for an emergency rate
increase (“Emergency Rate Application™) in order to cover the debt service on the financing requested
in the Financing Application.

Pursuant to a Procedural Order filed July 23, 2010, a Procedural Conference was held in both
matters on August 10, 2010. During the Procedural Conference, the parties stated that they were not
opposed to consolidating the Fiﬁance Application docket and the Emergency Rate Application docket.
At the completion of the Procedural Conference, it was determined that another procedural conference
was necessary to clarify certain issues regarding the Emergency Rate Application before a hearing
date could be set.

A Procedural Order was issued August 10, 2010, consolidating the matters and setting a
Procedural Conference for August 18, 2010. The Procedural Conference was held as scheduled and
certain Emergency Rate Application matters were settled, and hearing dates and deadlines were

discussed.

Accordingly, a hearing shall be held to determine if an emergency exists pursuant to Attorney
General Opinion No. 71-17 and whether an emergency increase/surcharge should be granted and also
whether the requested financing should be approved.

Pursuant to A.A.C. R14-3-101, the Commission makes the following orders governing the
preparation and conduct of this matter.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED the hearing on this application shall commence on
September 16, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, at the
Commission’s Tucson offices, 400 West Congress, Room 222, Tucson, Arizona 85701.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Staff Report and associated exhibits to be presented at
hearing on behalf of Staff shall be filed on or before September 3, 2010. In addition to review and
evaluation of the Applications, Staff should address whether the Commission should appoint an
interim operator for the Company at this time.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Company shall file with Docket Control a Response
to the Staff Report on or before September 13, 2010.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Company shall file with Docket Control a Resolution of
the Company authorizing Morton Freedman to represent it at the hearihg on or before
September 7, 2010.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that intervention shall be in accordance with A.A.C. R14-3-105,

except that all motions to intervene must be filed on or before September 7, 2010.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Company shall mail to each of its customers a copy of
the notice on the following page by August 27, 2010, and shall cause a copy of such notice to be
published at least once in newspaper of general circulation in its service territory, with publication to

be completed no later than August 27, 2010.
