adjournment thereof, or shareholders entitled to receive payment for any dividend, or in order to
make a determination of shareholders for any other proper purpose, the Board of Directors of the
Corporation may fix, in advance, a record date, which shall not be more than seventy (70) nor less
than ten (10) days before the date of such meeting, nor more than seventy (70) nor less than ten (10)
days prior to any such other action. 1f no record date is so fixed, then the record date for determining
shareholders entitled to notice of or to vote at a meeting of shareholders shall be at 4:00 in the
afternoon on the day before the day on which notice is given, or if notice is waived, at the
commencement of the meeting,.

Section 6. Yoting Record. The officer or agent having charge ol the stock transfer books
for shares of the Corporation shall make, at least ten (10) days before each meeting of shareholders,
a complete record of the shareholders entitled to vote at such meeting or any adjournment thereof,
arranged in alphabetical order, with the address of and the number of shares held by each. Such
record shall be produced and kept open at the time and place of the meeting and shall be subject to
the inspection of any shareholder during the whole time of the meeting for the purposes thereof.

Section 7. Quorum. A majority of the shares entitled to vote, represented in person or by
proxy, shall constitute a quorum at a meeting of sharcholders. All shares represented and entitled
to vote on any single subject matter which may be brought before the meeting shall be counted for
the purposes of a quorum.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Powers. Number, Qualifications and Election. The business and affairs of the
Corporation shall be conducted by the Board of Directors, who shall number no less than one (1) nor
more than ten (10), and until changed at an annual or special meeting of the shareholders, shall
number one (1).
