Respondents. SIXTH PROCEDURAL ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:

On April 10, 2001, the Securities Division (“Division”) of the Arizona Corporation
Commission (“Commission”) filed a Notice of Opportunity for Hearing Regarding the Temporary
Order to Cease and Desist, for Restitution, for Administrative Penalties, and for Other Affirmative
Action (“Notice”) against Accelerated Success, Inc.; Kenneth R. Morris; Robert D. Pierson; Integrity
Assured Life Settlements, Inc.; and Steven S. Levine Chartered (collectively the “Respondents”) in
which the Division alleged that Respondents ha\}e engaged in acts, practices, and transactions that
constitute violations of the Arizona Securities Act (“Act”).

Respondents were duly served with copies of the Notice.

On May 3, 2001, a pre-hearing was held. Mr. Pierson, Integrity Assured Life Settlement, Inc.
and Steven S. Levine Chartered were represented by counsel. The Division also appeared with
counsel. Following discussions between the parties, it was agreed that a hearing should be scheduled
on the issues raised in the Notice during the week of July 16, 2001. Mr. Pierson, Integrity Assured
Life Settlement, Inc. and Steven S. Levine Chartered agreed to waive all applicable time limits in this
matter and have agreed to abide by the temporary order until this matter is concluded. In the interim,
the parties agreed to attempt to resolve the issues raised by the Notice.

On May 7, 2001, the Commission, by Procedural Order, scheduled a second pre-hearing
conference for May 23,}2001 in this matter.

On May 23, 2001, the second pre-hearing conference was held as scheduled. Respondents
were represented by counsel. The Division also appeared with counsel. Following discussions
between the parties, the hearing scheduled for the week of July 16, 2001 was affirmed. Respondents
agreed to waive all applicable time limits in this matter and have agreed to the abide by the temporary
order until this matter is concluded. In the interim, the parties agreed to attempt to resolve the issues
raised by the Notice.

On July 3, 2001, the Division filed a Motion to Continue this case for sixty (60) days. The
motion indicated that the parties were close to settling this matter and that holding a hearing at this
time would not best serve investor interests, nor the interests of the State of Arizona. Subsequently,
all of the Respondents contacted the Commission and they all agreed with the Motion to }Continue.

On July 6, 2001, the Commission issued a Procedural Order that continued and rescheduled
this matter for September 24, 2001.

On September 20, 2001, the Division filed a second Motion to Continue. The Motion
indicates that three of the five Respondents have entered into consents with the Division.‘ The
Division further states that the remaining two Respondents have agreed to terms with the Division,
and the Division expects to receive signed consents from those Respondents in the near future. All
parties stipulated to the Motion to Continue.

Accordingly, the hearing in this matter should be continued and rescheduled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the hearing on the above-captioned matter set
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DOCKET NO. S-03445A-01-0000

September 24, 2001, is vacated and continued until November 19, 2001 at 10:00 a.m., at the
Commission’s offices, 1200 West Washington Street, Phoenix, Arizona. The Commission finds that
this delay is indispensable to the interests of justice, and that no party will be prejudiced by this
delay.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Accelerated Success, Inc., Kenneth R. Morris, Mr. Pierson,
Integrity Assured Life Settlement, Inc. and Steven S. Levine Chartered shall continue to comply with
the Temporary Cease and Desist Order until the issuance of a Decision by the Commission in this
matter.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the parties shall exchange witness lists and exhibits not
later than 10 days before the hearing and provide a copy of same to the presiding Administrative Law
Judge.
