PROCEDURAL ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:

On November 18, 2002, the Securities Division (“Division”) of the Arizona Corporation
Commission (“Commission”) filed a Noticé of Opportunity for Hearing Regarding Proposed Order
for Relief (“Notice”) against American Automotive Group, Inc. (“AAG”), Douglas and Jane Doe
Warren, Matthew W. and Joan Doe Warren and Robert D. and Jane Doe Bjerken, (collectively the
“Respondents™) in which the Division alleged multiple violations of the Arizona Securities Act
(“Act”) in connection with the offer and sale of securities in the form of promissory notes.

Respondents were duly served with copies of the Notice.

On December 10, 2002, Respondents AAG, Douglas and Kathle'ejlrm Warren and Matthcw
Warren filed a request for hearing.

On December 30, 2002, Respondent Robert Bjerkenfﬂéd a request for hearing.

On January 3, 2003, by Procedural Order, a pre-hearing conference was scheduled for January
30, 2002.

On January 10, 2003, Respondent, Robert D. Bjerken filed a Motion to Continue (“Motion”)
and also requested a separate hearing in the proceeding.

On January 15, 2003, the Division filed its response, which while not opposing a brief
continuance of the pre-hearing conference to review whatever Answer was filed by Respondent
Bjerken, did not agree there was any necessity for a separate procéeding at this time. The Division
further pointed out that Mr. Bjerken had apparently confused the pre-hearing conference with the
evidentiary hearing on the Notice.

On January 21, 2003, by Procedural Order, Mr. Bjerken’s Motion for a continuance was
denied and a ruling on a separate proceeding reserved for a later time.

On January 22, 2003, the Division filed a further response to the Motion and objected to a
bifurcation of the proceeding. |

On January 30, 2003, a pre-hearing conference was held with the Division, counsel for AAG
and the Warren Respondents present. Mr. Bjerken appeared pro per. The parties are discussing
settlement of the proceeding with the Division and agreed that a hearing be scheduled in the interim
during the week of April 7, 2003.

On March 18, 2003, the Division filed a Motion requesting a continuance stating that the
Warren Respondents had agreed to execute a Consent Order to be presented to the Commission for
approval at its April 17, 2003, Open Meeting. Subsequently, on April 8, 2003, the Division
telephonically advised the presiding Administrative Law Judge that Respondent Bjerken had also
agreed to a Consent Order which is to be presented to the Commission for approval at its May 22,
2003, Open Meeting. As a result, the Division is requesting that the proceeding be continued
indefinitely rather than rescheduling the proceeding to a later date.

Accordingly, pending a resolution of the proceeding by Consent Orders, the hearing will be
continued indefinitely.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the hearing scheduled for April 7, 2003 be, and is

hereby, continued indefinitely.
