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MOTION TO AMEND
RECOMMENDED ORDER

18

Johnson Utilities Company ("Johnson" or the "Company"), respectively files this Motion to

20 Amend the Administrative Law Judge's Recommended Opinion and Order, dated December 4, 2002,

21 and requests that die Amended Recommended Opinion and Order be set for the Commission's

22 consideration at its February l 1, 2003 Open Meeting.

19

23
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1 1. In Decision No. 64062, dated October 4, 2001, (the "Decision") the Commission required,

2 among other things, that Johnson file with the Commission on November 4, 2002 the Arizona

3 Department of Environmental Quality (the "Department" ) Compliance Status Reports for its

4 operating systems (the "Reports").

5 2. Despite the Company's efforts to obtain the Report for a timely filing, the Company was

6 unable to obtain Reports by November 4, 2002. Therefore, on November 8, 2002, the Company filed

7 a request for a retroactive extension of the Company's compliance date for an additional 60 days.

8 H20 Inc. also filed a request for the retroactive extension if its compliance date.

9 3. The Administrative Law Judge issued a Recommended Opinion and Order on

10 December 4, 2002, recommending that the compliance date established in the Decision be

11 retroactively extended as requested by H20 Inc. and a conditional extension requiring Johnson to file

12 the Reports by December 31, 2002.

13 4. The Company did not obtain the Report on the third of its three operating systems until

14 December 12, 2002 , which Reports were then docketed with the Commission on December 13, 2002.

15 Copies of those Reports are attached hereto as Exhibit 1. (The fully executed copy of that wastewater

16 system Report was docketed on December 17, 2002 and is also attached.)

17 5. The November 20, 2002 Compliance Status Report on the Sun Valley Farms Unit V system

18 contained the following phrase "Despite the indication of 'No Major Deficiencies the water supplier

19 was issued a Notice of Violation on October 16, 2001, alleging violations of A.A.C. R18-4- 507

20 related to the failure to obtain construction approvals prior to the operation of newly constructed

21 facilities.H

22

23
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1 6. The Commission, after extensive discussion at the December 17, 2002 Open Meeting, and

2 based upon the qualifying phrase in the Report as quoted above, concluded that the retroactive

3 extension should not be granted to Johnson at that time.

4 7. At that Open Meeting the Commission instructed the Administrative Law Judge to issue a

5 Procedural Order extending the compliance date for H20 Inc. based upon the Report filed by H20 Inc.

6 That Procedural Order was issued on December 19, 2002 and is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. The

7 only substantive difference between the Company's Report and the H20 Inc. Report was the reference

8 in the Company's Report to the unresolved Notice of Violation dated November 16, 2001, despite the

9 fact that all major deficiencies which could affect public health had been corrected.

10 8. The Company, based upon the discussions at the Open Meeting, requested a meeting with

11 the Commission Staff to discuss the implementation of a Compliance Program for the Company to

12 assure future timely compliance with the regulations, orders and requirements of the Commission and

13 the various agencies that the regulate the Company, and to discuss the procedure before the

14 Commission for reinstating the Certificate of Convenience and Necessity granted in the Decision.

15 9. Following that meeting the Company has implemented a Compliance Program under which

16 Brian Tompsett as the Company's new Vice President and General Manager effective December 15,

17 2002, will have as a major responsibility the assurance of all compliance requirements of the

18 Company. Mr. Tompsett is an Arizona Registered Professional Engineer who has eighteen years

19 experience in the design, approval and construction of water and wastewater facilities. A copy of Mr.

20 Tompsett's job description in that regard is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

21 10. Included in Exhibit 3 are Job Description provisions of the Company's Compliance

22 Manager, a newly created function for Tenia Dixon, a two-year employee of the Company with eight

23 years of utility company experience. Ms. Dixon will track all agency compliance issues, and will

1 interface with the responsible parties including Company's employees, consultants and developers

2 who design, build and operator any Company facilities subject to regulation.

3 11. Also attached as Exhibit 4 is the font of Compliance Log Ms. Dixon will maintain to

4 monitor all compliance items. Exhibit 5 is the form of Memorandum that will be sent each month to

5 all individuals having a compliance item falling due within the next 30, 60 and 90 days respectively.

6 12. The Company is of the opinion that implementation of the above described Compliance

7 Program will assure the timely compliance of all requirements of the Commission, the Department,

8 Arizona Department of Water Resources and all other agencies regulating the Company.

9 13. The parameters of the Consent Order to be issued by the Department in this matter have

10 been established and the Order will be prepared by the Department for execution this week. That

1 1 Consent Order will be filed as a late file exhibit upon receipt. The Company will also request the

12 Department to issue a new Compliance Status Report without the qualifying phrase as to the

13 outstanding administrative requirement and indicating full compliance of the Company's Sun Valley

14 Farms V System No. PWS ID # 11-1 16.

15 14. The Compliance Status Reports for the larger Johnson System No. PWS ID # 11-128,

16 and the Company's wastewater System A.P.P. No. P-103081, dated November 20, 2002 and

17 December 12, 2002, respectively and which were docketed with the Commission on December 13,
i

18 2002, remain in full force and effect.

19 15. Relying on the Certificate of Convenience and Necessity granted in the Decision, a

20 number of Arizona's premier builders have entered into formal agreements with the Company to

21 provide water and/or wastewater service to several master planned communities. Those contracts

22 represent approximately 8,900 residential lots to be developed in the area subject to the Decision.

23 Additional developers are in the process of obtaining Arizona Department of Real Estate approvals
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1 necessary to enter similar agreements for water and wastewater service in the subject area. The

2 developers have invested multimillions of dollars in the purchase of land and preparation for the new

3 communities. Some developers are hopeful of opening model home complexes within sixty days.

4 There is an urgent need to have the effectiveness of the Certificate of Convenience and Necessity for

5 this area confirmed as quickly as possible.

6 16. Based upon the Company's implementation of its Compliance Program to assLu'e future

7 compliance, the resolution of all outstanding issues with the Department, and the urgent and

8 immediate need of the public for utility service to the subject area, the Company is of the opinion that

9 it has met the Commission's criteria for obtaining a retroactive extension of the November 4, 2002

10 compliance filing date and that it is in the public interest for the Contmissien to grant the requested

11 extension.

12 WHEREFORE, the Company respectively requests that he Administrative Law Judge amend

13 the December 4, 2002 Recommended Opinion and Order for consideration by the Commission at its

14 February 11, 2003 Open Meeting, acknowledging the resolution of all of the Depamnent's issues and,

15 if deemed appropriate by the Administrative Law Judge, adopting the Company's Compliance

16 Program, and thereafter, granting the retroactive extension of the November 4, 2002 compliance filing

17 date as set forth herein, and further finding that the Certificate of Convenience and Necessity as

18 granted in the Decision remains in full force and effect.

On November 6, 2002, H20 tiled a request for a retroactive extension of time to comply with

4 Decision No. 63960 as amended in order to file the required ADEQ compliance documentation. In

its request, H20 stated that it required 30 days to file die required ADEQ documentation. H20

indicated that the time was needed because it was awaiting the documentation and was not sure when

it would be received from ADEQ. .

On November 12, 2002, the Commission's Utilities Division ("Staff") filed a response to

9 H20's request for a retroactive extension of time in order to comply with Decision No. 63960 as

10 amended. In its response, Staff indicates that it does not oppose the requested extension of time for

11 H20 to file the required ADEQ documentation.

12 On November 20, 2002, H20 filed a copy of its documentation from ADEQ dated November

13 19, 2002, indicating H20 has no major deficiencies and is delivering water which meets the water

14 quality requirements of ADEQ. During the vast majority of its more than 30 year history, H20 has

15 rarely, if ever, been out of compliance with the regulations of ADEQ.

16 Accordingly, the request of H20 for a retroactive extension is reasonable and should be

17 granted. The ADEQ documentation submitted by H2O establishes its compliance with Decision No.

18 63960 as amended. r

19 IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the request of H20, Inc. for a retroactive extension of

20 t ime to comply with Decision No. 63960 as amended by Decision No. 64062 to tile ADEQ

21 documentation be, and is hereby, granted.
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IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that H20,. Inc. is hereby found to be in compliance with

2 Decision No. 63960 as amended and its Certificate of Convenience and Necessity extended by the

aforementioned Decision remains in full force and effect.
