AFFIDAVIT OF KAY REYNOLDS

Kay Reynolds, being duly sworn, deposes and says:

1. I work in the City and County of Denver, Colorado, am over 18 years of age, and
make this affidavit based on my own personal knowledge.

2. I am Bookkeeper for Pivotal Utility Management LLC, which manages and
operates Coronado Utilities, Inc. (“Coronado Utilities” or “Company”).

3. Pursuant the Procedural Order, dated July 24, 2009 and filed July 29, 2009, on
September 1, 2009 Coronado Utilities mailed to its residential and commercial customers the
public notice regarding the hearing set to begin on March 23, 2010 on the Company’s application
for a permanent rate increase. A copy of the notice is attached hereto as Exhibit 1. |

4. Attached as Exhibit 2 is a Funds Report, which indicates that a batch count of
1,265 pieces of mail, less those bills to terminated customers who did not receive the notice, for a
total of 1,252 bills, were mailed with the notice. However, as several customers own multiple
properties served by Coronado Utilities, a grand total of 1,310 service addresses were notified of
the hearing to be held in connection with the Company’s application.

Summary
On June 3, 2009, Coronado Utilities, Inc. (“Coronado” or “Company”) filed with the Arizona

Corporation Commission (“Commission”) an application for an increase in revenues for sewer service in
the above-captioned docket.

Coronado is requesting an increase in its sewer utility revenues of $156,498, an increase of 17.71
percent. Coronado is proposing to increase the Residential rate from $46.50 per month to $54.73 per
month, an increase of $8.23, or 17.6 percent. The Company’s proposed rates for its Commercial,
Mobile Home and School customer classes include a monthly customer charge and a charge based on
the volume of water used. The Company proposes to increase both the monthly charge and the
volumetric charge for each of these customer classes, and the effect on an individual customer will
depend on usage. As an example, the Company estimates that for a commercial customer using an
average of 7,608 gallons, the monthly bill would increase $14.52, or 17.7 percent, from $82.06 to
$96.58.

The Company has also proposed a low income tariff under which residential customers meeting the
qualifications to participate would receive a 25 percent discount off their sewer bill. Under the
Company’s proposal the costs of the low income program would be recovered from non-participating
residential customers in the form of a surcharge. The amount of the proposed surcharge would depend
on the number of low income participants and is proposed to be re-calculated every six months.

The Commission’s Utilities Division Staff has not yet made a recommendation regarding the
Company’s rate increase proposal, and the Commission will determine the appropriate rate relief to be
granted based on the evidence of record in this proceeding. The Commission is not bound by the
proposals made by the Company, Staff, or any intervenors and, therefore, the final rates approved in this
docket may be lower or higher than the rates described above.

3. A statement certifying that you have mailed a copy of the motion to intervene to
Coronado or its counsel and to all parties of record in the case.

The granting of motions to intervene shall be governed by A.A.C. R14-3-105, except that all motions to
intervene must be filed on or before December 31, 2009. If representation by counsel is required by
Rule 31 of the Rules of the Arizona Supreme Court, intervention will be conditioned upon the intervenor
obtaining counsel to represent the intervenor.
