12 Applicant Ajo Improvement Company ("AIC") requests a telephonic procedural conference

13 in order to determine a process by which the Commission can consider its Application under

14 A.R.S. § 40-285.A to transfer fourteen (14) 69 kV distribution line poles and facilities to Arizona

15 Public Service Company ("APS"). The reason for this request is that AIC was recently informed

16 that approval of this Application is required before Recurrent Energy can receive grant funding

17 under Section 1603 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Tax Act of 2009 ("ARRA")

18 (Recurrent Energy is the developer of the 4.5 MW photovoltaic solar facility planned for property

19 owned by Freeport McMoRan Copper & Gold, Inc. near Ajo, Arizona; this facility is referenced in

20 the Application).

21 AIC understands that ARRA 1603 funding is necessary in order to make the plamied

22 project financially viable. As it currently stands, a project must begin construction by December

23 31, 2010 in order to receive such funding' The transfer of these distribution poles to APS from

24 AIC is a necessary component to the project. Further, AIC understands that the Section 1603 grant

25 funding available through ARRA may not be extended beyond 2010.

But AIC does believe that approving this application is in the public interest and

will help meet renewable energy standards established by the Arizona Corporation Commission.
