4. On page 5, please indicate either "N/A" or some other information for Deferred Payment.

5. On page 5, please indicate either "N/A" or some other information for Service Lateral Installation
Charges.

6. Please docket an updated application with Docket Control and address the above items along with
other corrections that you submitted informally to Staff via email since the filing of your application
of September 23, 2010.
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
