Qwest Corporation hereby responds to the Motion for Oral Argument filed by Pac-
West Telecomm (“Pac-West”) and concurred in by Level 3 Communications (“Level3”).
Qwest agrees that oral argument may be helpful to the Commission in the resolution of
the issues briefed by the parties, but believes that such argument would be better
informed if the oral argument is scheduled after the Washington Utilities and

Transportation Commission (“WUTC”) rules on the same issues already argued to that
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agency by the same parties to this proceeding.
