¢ Aggregation: a workshop to seek consensus on the necessity for any limitations on aggregation
of customer loads during Phase 1. [Reference Summary page 4, lines 22 through 23]

¢ System Benefits Charges (SBC): a workshop to reach consensus on the specific utility programs
whose costs are to be recovered through the SBC. In addition, the workshop(s) can establish the
procedures and policies for proposing changes to the SBC funded programs and SBC funding
levels. [Reference Summary page 4, lines 23 through 25, and page 5, lines 3 through 7]

~ ¢ New distribution fees: a workshop to determine appropriate policies and/or fees for connection of
distributed generation, especially renewables, to the grid. Reference Summary page 5, lines 22
through 25
