| am one of the three Tierra Linda properties with an unobstructed view of the proposed solar farm and | support
the project but have some concerns:

1) The proposed fence does not appear acceptable for blocking reflections off the panels or the supporting
metal structures. How do you plan on eliminating reflections from the back of my home which is about 70%
sliding glass doors and windows? This is also a concern for my son who is only one and should not have to
worry about constant reflections into his home, | would call this a potential health concern for my son.

2) | purchased this home with the idea of a great view, | don't mind a solar farm behind my home as long as it
does not take away from the enjoyment of my home or de-value my purchase. A block wall painted would
certainly minimize reflections and look more appropriate than a cyclonic fence (as well as helping resale value).
This would also in my opinion be an acceptable resolution to a potential health concern for my son.

3) Without a block wall to block the dust that will blow across the street into my back yard and into my pool; how
do you plan to control the dust problem that will certainly arise?

4) A block wall would also block the noise that will be present no matter how small. | can tell you from living here
the valley amplifies noises, and a cyclonic fence will only allow noise to pass unobstructed to my home. This
would lead to potential noise complaints with the county. My question is how do you plan to control the noise so
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that it does not impact my quality of life?

Others have stated they support this project as well, but with the significant long term revenue generated from
this project the right thing to do for the Tierra Linda community as well as my property would be to address
these concerns. | look forward to hearing your solutions to these issues.

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After receiving the e-mail from Bruce notifying us of the Pima County Board of Supervisors hearing to be held on
January 18th, | sent Supervisor Sharon Bronson the following e-mail:

Dear Supervisor Bronson,

First, let me say that | support the construction of the proposed 25-megawatt solar farm. The country needs
renewable energy sources and | have never been one to say "Great idea, but not in my backyard.”

Nonetheless, | am a resident of Tierra Linda, an upscale housing development that lies due south, and
immediately across the street from, the proposed project. | am also one of only three homeowners with an
unobstructed view of what will be a sea of solar panels.

It has always been my (apparently misguided) understanding that an aesthetically pleasing block wall was to be
erected around the property to at least mask the presence of 300 acres of photovoltaic cells. However it has
just come to my attention that a (less expensive) chain link fence is what has in fact been planned.

Since this installation will impact the property values of hundreds of local residents, I'm asking that the Board of
Supervisors require that an esthetically pleasing block wall be erected around the property in order for the
project to secure the Board's final approval. Since this facility will be generating power (and profits) for decades
to come, | don't think it's asking too much that the developer be required to be as good a "good neighbor" as
possible.

This whole undertaking is, after all, a commercial venture from which profits are to be made. All I'm asking is
that, in the pursuit of a return on their investment, the developers don't irrevocably damage the return on the
investments of all of us living side-by-side with their profit center.

Hopefully, through the good graces of the Pima County Board of Supervisors, this issue can find a satisfactory
resolution.

She feels, as do |, that an esthetically pleasing
block wall should be erected to keep what could be, in many people’s eyes, an eyesore. She further said she
intended to raise that very issue at the Board of Supervisors hearing on January 18th.

Nonetheless, at this juncture it appears as though the entire project is pretty much a “done deal,” and that we'll
be living with that chain link fence regardless of what happens at the Supervisors meeting. However there is still
a chance for us to make this right.

On either Tuesday or Wednesday of next week, the Arizona Corporation Commission, which regulates public
utilities, will be holding a hearing in Phoenix to decide whether or not to re-open the approval process so that
our voices can be heard before this thing is etched in concrete. The hearing will be held at 1200 W.
Washington in Phoenix and I'll be contacting everyone when | have a specific date and time.

| will be attending the hearing and would encourage anyone else in Tierra Linda to attend in order to send the
Corporation Commission the message that we are concerned that our wants and needs are being ignored. If
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anyone would like to carpool up with me please give me a call at . lcan
take three additional people and will be happy to pick you up anywhere in the Tucson area.

I know many of you have work schedules that will preclude your attending the hearing in person but if you have
concerns about the negative impact this facility could have on our property values and want a say, | have a
petition to present to the Corporation Commission. Please give me a call and | will be happy to bring it by for
your signatures. The more signatures we get, the more influence we’ll have and we need to get these
signatures quickly so all our ducks are in a row prior to the hearing.

Tomorrow night at 6:30 PM there will be a get together to discuss the project's impact on us and what we can do
about it at Rick and Marla Westfall's house at the corner of Sanders and Emigh.
