On December 22, 20 10, Staff filed a request for procedural order nunc pro tunc in the above 

captioned matter. That filing was to resolve a clerical error involving the inadvertent inclusion of an 

amendment in the signed order that was withdrawn during the Open Meeting discussion of the item. 

Staff has since been made aware of a second clerical error made within Decision No. 72033. With 

respect to Tucson Electric Power Company’s ((‘TEP,’ or “Company”) request for approval of the 

School Vocational Program ((‘SVP”), Staff recommended approval of the SVP as noted at page 

15:23-24 of the proposed order filed on November 9, 2010. See also Open Meeting Memorandum 

filed November 4,2010, Docket No. E-O1933A-10-0266 at page 4. 

Staff specifically recommended against approving a similar program for UNS Electric in its 

201 1 REST Implementation Plan because of the close relationship between TEP and UNS Electric 

and because Staff anticipated the program would be approved for TEP. See Open Meeting 

Memorandum filed November 8, 2010, Docket No. E-04204A-10-0265 at page 3. However, the 

proposed order inadvertently denied approval of the SVP for TEP at page 16:24-25. As is apparent 

from the discussions in the Open Meeting Memoranda for the TEP and UNS Electric 201 1 REST 

Implementation Plans, the proposed order was intended to grant approval of the program for TEP. 

During the Open Meeting held on November 22 and 23, 2010, the proposed order was 

However, none of the amendments dealt with the SVP. approved with various amendments.
