Decision No. 69386, which was entered in this docket on March 22, 2007 (the “Decision”), 

approved Arizona Water Company’s (the “Company”), application for an extension of its 

certificate of convenience and necessity for its Coolidge system. The second and third paragraphs 

of the Decision, at page 13, conditioned the approval of the extension on the conditions stated 

therein, namely, that the Company file a copy of the first approval to construct the facilities needed 

to serve the proposed extension area as issued by the Arizona Department of Environmental 

Quality, and a copy of the first developer’s certificate of assured water supply (“CAWS”), within 

one year of the effective date of the Decision. 

On January 8, 2008 the Company filed a copy of the first approval to construct facilties 

needed to serve the extension area. In addition, by an order entered on March 4, 2008 the 

Commission extended until March 27, 2009 the deadline for the Company to file a copy of the 

first developer’s CAWS. Subequently, in Decision No. 70950, entered by the Commission on 

April 7, 2009 the Commission extended the deadline for the Company’s filing of a copy of the first 

developer’s CAWS until March 22, 201 1. 

The Company is now requesting an additional two (2) year period, until March 22, 2013 to 

comply with the only remaining compliance item under the Decision, that is, the requirement that 
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it file a copy of a CAWS for the first developer on or before March 22, 201 1. In support of its 

request, the Company respectfully represents as follows: 

1. Far the 16,275 acre extension area approved in the Decision, the Company has filed 

all but one of the required compliance items under the Decision; therefore, it has 

already substantially complied with the compliance requirements of the Decision. 

The Company is currently serving eight (8) customers in the expansion area 

approved by the Decision. 

It is attaching hereto as Exhibits A1 through A28, inclusively, letters from property 

owners or property owner representatives of7for a substantial amount of the real 

property located in the expansion area, documenting their continuing need and 

desire to obtain water service from the Company in order to be able to develop their 

property. In addition, attached hereto as Exhibit B is a copy of an Arizona 

Department of Water Resources' approval of a service area right for the Coolidge 

Airport system that the Company is now serving as part of the CCN expansion area 

pursuant to a lease agreement with the City of Coolidge. The Company submits that 

this water service arrangement is important to the City, that the service area right 

was obtained with the City's cooperation, and is further evidence of the continuing 

desire and need for the Company's provision of water service in the expansion area. 

The Department of Water Resources has approved (and a copy is attached hereto as 

Exhibit C) a physical availability demonstration ("PAD") for the Company's Pinal 

Valley System, which includes the expansion area approved by the Decision. While 

the PAD is not a Certificate of Assured Water Supply, it is a precursor to, and a 

necessary requirement for obtaining a CAWS. Therefore, the Company submits 

that the PAD, and ADWR's approval of it, constitutes substantial compliance with 

this post-Decision condition, particularly in view of the other matters presented 

herein in support of the Company's request. 

As the Commission Staff observed in its response to a motion filed by a developer 

in another water utility's request for additional time approved by the Commission in

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Docket No. W-01732A-05-0532 (see Finding of Fact No. 14 on page 3 of Decision 

No. 71861 docketed September 1,2010, Staff response filed on May 8, 2009), ''the 

downturn in the economy has put a damper on much of the development in this 

state." In addition, the continuing economic downturn in Arizona was considered by 

the Commission in its approval of new rates for the Company on August 25, 2010, 

in Decision No. 71845. This economic downturn is a fact which did not exist when 

the Decision was entered and one over which the Company (and many other water 

and sewer utilities who have compliance obligations and have had to request CCN 

compliance extension deadlines) and the Commission have no control. The 

Company submits that this unfortunate economic reality should be an important 

determinant in the Commission's consideration of the Company's request. 

Furthermore, the continued existence of the Company's CCN for the extension area 

supports the slowly improving development market; conversely, the withdrawal of 

the CCN would be harmful to the development recovery. Indeed, the property 

owner letters attached to this request confirm the owners' plans to develop their 

property in reliance on the Company's CCN.

Dear Small Municipal Provider: 

The Department of Water Resources (Department) has reviewed all the information pertaining to the 
operation of your water service and has granted 2 new service area right to Arizona Water Company- 
Coolidge Airport System Your service area right number is 56-001 362.0000. 

Any person withdrawing groundwater from a nonexempt well is required to use a water measuring 
device to record rates of withdrawal, in order to provide or allow the computation of an annual volume of 
pumpage. The total volume of pumpage shall be reported on an Annual Water Withdrawal and Use 
Report (Annual Report). The Annual Report for withdrawals in calendar year 2008 will be due on March 
31,2009. Note that the Annual Report form will be mailed 10 you at the above-referenced address in 
January 2009. 

This is also an Official Notice of the conservation requirements, distribution system requirements, and 
monitoring and reporting requirements for small providers. These requirements were established in the 
Third Management Plan (TMP) and became effective January 1,2002. 

As a municipal provider scrving 250 acre-feet or less of water for non-irrigation use during a calendar 
year, you are a stna11 municipal provider. Upon receipt of this notice. and continuing until the first 
compliance date for any substitute requirements in the Fourth Management Plan, you are required to 
comply with the conservat~ation requirements for small municipal providers in section 5-1 1 1  of the TMP 
the individual user requisements in section 5-1 12 of the TMP; the distribution system conservation 
requircmmtts for small municipal providers in section 5-1 13 of the TMP; and the applicable monitoring 
and reporting requirements in section 5-1 14 of the TMP. Those requirements are set forth in the enclosed 
Armhrnent TMP - Small Municipal Providers. 

You shoould be aware that if you begin serving more than 250 acre-feet of water per year for non-irrigation 
use during the third management period (2000 to 2010), you will become a large municipal provider. In 
that event, you will be required to comply with the conservation requirements for new large municipal 
providers and the distribution system requirements for large municipal providers beginning with the 
second full calendar year after you are given written notice of those requirements by the director.

The Department has found the conservation requirements h the TMP to be equitable for most water 
users. However, them ore two separate methods €or seeking administrative relief from the conservation 
requirements if you believe you will be unable to comply with the requirements. You may request a 
VPLRlANCE or an ADMINIS’€RA1’IVE REVIEW. 

1. VARIANCE 
A person who requires additional time to comply with a conservation requirement may 
apply to the director for a VARLGNCE tiom lhe requirement pursuant to A.R.S. 5 45- 
574. The director may grant a variance for up to five years upon a showing of 
“compelling economic circumstances.” An application for a variance must be filed within 
90 days after the date you receive this notice. 

2. ADMINISTRATIVE REVLEW 
If you feel that a conservation requirement is unreasonable as applied to you, you may 
apply for an ADMINISTRATIVE REVTEW of the requirement pursuant to 
A.R.S. $45-575(A). An application for administrative review under 
A.K.S. 8 45-573A) must be filed within 90 days affer the date you receive this notice. 

An administrative review may also be applied for at any time during the third 
management period if extraordinary circumstances not in existence as of the date of this 
notice make it unreasonable to require your compliance with a conservation requirement. 
If these circumstances ahould arise during the third management ptriod, prase contact 
the Pinal Active Management Area ( M A )  for information and application procedures. 

The D e p m e n t  has issued this service area right pursuant to k R . S .  ij 45-492 of the Groundwater Code. 
The legal nature of the water withdrawn from your wells may be the subject of court action in the future 
as part of a determination of surface water rights in your area. lf tliere are court proceedings that could 
affect your wells, you will be notified and be given the opportunity to participate.

Although YOU requested a volume of 103,485 acre-feet, 
after a review ofthehydrologic study and d l  issued assured water supply determinations in the study 
area, the. Department has concluded that 98,841 acre feet is physically available.

With regard to water quality for the 
purpose of A.A.C. R12-15-719(B), the study area is not located within one inile ofany known WQARF 
or Superfund site.
