Gila Bend Power Partners, L.L.C. (“GBPP”) respectfully submits the following
comment on Staff’s Proposed Order filed in this docket on January 19, 2011.

In its Proposed Order and accompanying Open Meeting Memorandum, Staff
recommends extending GBPP’s CEC for the requested seven years but adding a condition

that GBPP may request further extensions “provided that the subject GBPP facilities have
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been substantially constructed as of the time of such extension request.” In discussions
with Staff, GBPP learned that this language was added to two recently extended CECs in
other dockets.! In both of those cases, the extensions were requested and granted for ten
years. GBPP does not oppose Staff’s recommended condition but requests that its CEC in
this matter also be extended for ten years, rather than seven years as initially requested.
Since the “substantially constructed” condition is more restrictive than the current
condition regarding the CEC’s term, a ten year extension is more appropriate, as in the two
prior cases where the Commission granted ten year extensions.
This same comment is being made to Staff’s Proposed Orders in Line Siting Cases
Nos. 106 and 109 (Dockets Nos. L-00000V-00-0106 and L-00000V-00-0109).
