On September 23, 2010, the Securities Division (“Division”) of the Arizona Corporation 

;’ommission (“Commission”) filed a Notice of Opportunity for Hearing (“Notice”) against Norstreet 

’ortfolio, LLC, an Arizona limited liability company (“Norstreet”), Nathan Nordstrom, a divorced 

nan and Lorrie Beckham (&a Lorrie Nordstrom), his former spouse, Wayne Scott Clague, a divorced 

man and Karen Stensler (&a Karen Clague), his former spouse, (collectively “Respondents”) in 

which the Division alleged multiple violations of the Arizona Securities Act (“Act”) in connection 

with the offer and sale of securities in the form of investment contracts. The former spouses 

(“Respondent Spouses”) of Respondents Nordstrom and Clague were joined in the action pursuant to 

A.R.S. 5 44-203 1(C) solely for the purpose of determining the liability of the marital communities. 

The Respondents were duly served with copies of the Notice. 

On November 8,2010, a request for hearing was filed by Karen Stensler. 

On November 10, 2010, by Procedural Order, a pre-hearing conference was scheduled on 

December 16,2010.
