4. In the notification the Company shall explain some of the most common water 
usage problems and common solutions and points of contact for dealing with the 
issues. 

5. In the notification, the customer will be reminded of at least the following water- 
saving precautions: 
a. Check for leaks, running toilets, or valves or flappers that need to be replaced. 
b. Check landscape watering system valves periodically for leaks and keep 

c. Adjust sprinklers so only the vegetation is watered and not the house, 

d. Continue water conservation efforts with any pools such as installing covers 

sprinkler heads in good shape.
