STAFF’S RESPONSE 

The Utilities Division (“Staff ’) of the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) files 

his reply to the East Slope Water Company, Indiada Water Company and Antelope Run Water 

collectively the Companies) response to Staffs Motion to Suspend the Time Clock. 
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Contrary to the assertions made by the Companies in its response to the Staffs Motion, 

:esponses have not been timely received. For example, Staffs first set of data responses were 

mtstanding from September 29, 2010 until recently. The response to Staffs second set of data 

.esponses that were issued on March 3, 201 1, were received April 1, 201 1 and were incomplete.' 

The remainder of the responses were received a week later. Given the historical delays in receiving 

"esponses to Staffs data requests, Staff maintains that suspension of the time clock is necessary in the 

iocket. 

During the discovery phase, Staff uses both formal and informal data requests. For example, 

f a n  answer is unclear, it is not uncommon for Staff to engage in dialogue with a utility by either a 

)hone call or an email for clarification, In this instance, the Companies have insisted that all data 

aesponses be formal and sent through counsel. The Companies provided conflicting information in 

nesponse to certain data requests and while Staff will pursue a meeting with the Companies to clarify, 

he process would be easy if the Staff engineer could contact the Companies' engineer or operator 

nstead of sending rounds and rounds of data requests. This delays the discovery process. 

The delays in the discovery process continue to hamper Staffs ability to process these 

ipplications. Staff continues to urge the granting of its motion to suspend the time clock.
