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INTRODUCTION 

On April 7, 2011, National Brands, Inc. d/b/a Sharenet Communications Company 
(“Sharenet”) filed an application to cancel its Certificate of Convenience and Necessity 
(“CC&N”) to provide Resold Long Distance, Resold Local Exchange, Facilities-Based Local 
Exchange and Alternative Operator Services (“AOS”) within Arizona. Sharenet currently is 
authorized to provide telecommunications services to customers in Arizona pursuant to the 
CC&N granted by the Commission in Decision No. 68489, dated February 23,2006. 

BACKGROUND 

In Decision No. 720 18, dated December 10,20 10, the Commission approved the transfer 
of Sharenet’s local exchange customers to Eschelon Telecom of Arizona, d/b/a Integra Telecom 
(“Integra”). The necessary approval by the Federal Communications Commission (“FCC”) to 
execute the transfer of customers approved in Decision No. 72018 was not received by the 
Sharenet and Integra until April 5, 201 1. On April 15, 201 1, the transfer approved by Decision 
No. 72018 was completed by Integra and Sharenet. In its transfer application’, Sharenet did not 
seek cancellation of its CC&N, however, Sharenet does not currently serve any local exchange or 
long distance customers. 

STAFF’S ANALYSIS 

Sharenet explained that one hundred forty-seven (147) AOS business customers were 
notified via letter dated April 4, 201 1 that Sharenet services will cease on June 1, 201 1. The 
customer notice explained service options available to customers and provided contact 
information. Sharenet does not serve residence customers. No complaints or requests for service 
extensions beyond June 21,201 1 have been received by Sharenet. 

Sharenet’s application requests a waiver of the cancellation notice required by A.A.C. 
R14-2-1107(B), With the completion of the customer transfer approved by Decision No. 7201 8, 
Sharenet does not have any local exchange or long distance customers. Staff, therefore, supports 
a waiver of the notice requirement contained in A.A.C. R14-2-1107(B). 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

Staff recommends the approval of Sharenet’s application to cancel its CC&N to provide 
Resold Long Distance, Resold Local Exchange, Facilities-Based Local Exchange and Alternative 
Operator Services. In addition, Staff recommends that the cancellation not become effective 
until a decision is issued by the Commission authorizing such cancellation. Upon cancellation of 
its CC&N, Sharenet will no longer be authorized to provide telecommunications services in
