PROCEDURAL ORDER 

On December 22, 20 10, the Arizona Corporation Commission’s (“Commission”) Hearing 

Division issued its Recommended Opinion and Order (“ROO”) in the above-captioned matter. Upon 

issuance of the ROO, exceptions were due to be filed by January 3, 201 1, and the ROO was 

tentatively scheduled to be considered at the Commission’s January 11 and 12,201 1, Open Meeting. 

On December 30, 2010, Arizona Water Company (“AWC”), Global Water-Santa Cruz, and 

Global Water-Palo Verde (collectively “the Global Utilities”) filed a Request for an Extension of 

Time to File Exceptions to the ROO and Request for Accelerated Consideration (“Request”). 

On January 11, 201 1, by Procedural Order, the Global Utilities’ Request for an extension of 

time, until February 2 1,20 1 1, to file exceptions to the ROO, was granted. 

On February 22, 201 1, Global Utilities and AWC filed exceptions to the ROO, requesting 

technical modifications to the ROO’S recommended CC&N extension areas. In order to clarify the 

technical exceptions that have been filed, the parties should provide, either jointly or individually, an 

amended map, showing Township, Ranges and Sections, identifying the areas where there is 

disagreement with ROO. Further, the parties should identify previously filed testimony, Staff 

-ecommendations, and exhibits that support those exceptions. For example, Global stated that the 

ROO approves areas that the Global Utilities do not wish to serve.’ Those areas should be clearly 

identified on the amended map. Global also stated that the ROO (and ROO recommended map) do 

Global Utilities’ Exceptions at 5-6.

not address two parcels requested by the Global Utilities? Those two parcels should be clearly 

identified on the amended map and Global should reference any previously filed testimony, Staff 

recommendations, and exhibits related to those parcels. Likewise, the amended map should clearly 

identify the requested CC&N extension areas in the “Legends”  docket^,^ as well as any previously 

filed testimony, Staff recommendations, and exhibits related to the Legends r e q ~ e s t . ~  

Both AWC and Global filed exceptions regarding a small portion of Santa Cruz’ CC&N that 

the Global Utilities are requesting to transfer to AWC.’ The parties should identify previously filed 

testimony, Staff recommendations, and exhibits supporting those exceptions. Staff should also be 

required to file a pleading discussing the transfer and identifying relevant previously filed testimony 

and/or exhibits related to the issue. 

AWC’s exceptions include a request that additional areas be included in the Those 

areas should be clearly identified on the amended map as well as previously filed testimony, Staff 

recommendations, or exhibits supporting the exceptions. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the Global Utilities and AWC shall jointly or 

individually file, on or before May 31, 2011, an amended map(s) and documentation that 

includes the details described in the above paragraphs. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Staff shall file, on or before June 24, 2011, a pleading 

discussing Global Utilities’ request to transfer a portion of Santa Cruz’ CC&N to AWC 

(identified by a flag on the ROO recommended map). Staffs pleading should identify relevant 

previously filed testimony and exhibits related to the transfer, as well as Staff‘s position 

regarding the parties’ exceptions and updated filing in accordance with this Procedural Order. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Ex Parte Rule (A.A.C. R14-3-113-Unauthorized 

Communications) continues to apply to this proceeding and shall remain in effect until the 

Commission’s Decision in this matter is final and non-appealable.
