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PROCEDURAL ORDER 
(Schedules Hearing) 

On March 16, 2011, the Securities Division (“Division”) of the Arizona Corporation 

2ommission (“Commission”) filed a Notice of Opportunity for Hearing (“Notice”) against Weldon 

Beall, and Weldon LLC, an Arizona limited liability company (“Weldon”), (collectively 

‘Respondents”) in which the Division alleged multiple violations of the Arizona Securities Act 

?‘Act’’) in connection with the offer and sale of securities in the form of investment contracts. 

The Respondents were duly served with a copy of the Notice. 

On April 27, 201 1, a request for hearing and an Answer were filed by on behalf of the 

Pespondents. 

On May 2, 201 1, by Procedural Order, a pre-hearing conference was scheduled on May 26, 

2011. 

On May 26, 2011, the Division and Respondent appeared with counsel. Counsel for the 

Division indicated that the parties are attempting to reach a settlement in the proceeding and may 

submit a proposed form of Consent Order for approval by the Commission. In the interim, the 

Division requested that a hearing be scheduled in the event that the parties cannot reach a resolution 

of the issues raised by the Notice.

Zommunications) applies to this proceeding as the matter is now set for public hearing. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that withdrawal or representation must be made in compliance 

with A.A.C. R14-3-104(E) and Rule 1.16 of the Rules of Professional Conduct (under Rule 42 of the 

Rules of the Arizona Supreme Court). Representation before the Commission includes appearances 

it all hearings and procedural conferences, as well as all Open Meetings for which the matter is 

scheduled for discussion, unless counsel has previously been granted permission to withdraw by the 

4dministrative Law Judge or the Commission.
