IN SUPPORT OF RUCO’S
RESPONSE TO EPCOR WATER
(USA) INC.’S REQUEST TO
INTERVENE
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Sun City Grand Community Association hereby joins in the objection filed by
RUCO on or about August 30, 2011, regarding the application to intervene filed by
EPCOR USA.

As stated by RUCO in its Response to EPCOR USA’s Application for Leave to
Intervene, EPCOR USA has no interest in the instant case that cannot be adequately
represented by Arizona-American. Should EPCOR USA identify a separate and distinct
interest from that of Arizona-American, EPCOR USA’s participation in this matter should
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be limited to that particular issue.

Further, EPCOR USA was fully aware of this proceeding during the initial
intervention period, yet it chose not to intervene. Unlike the approximately 11,000 rate
payers in the Agua Fria District who were not provided with the required notice of this
matter, EPCOR USA has not been prejudiced by Arizona-American’s failure to provide
notice. Since EPCOR USA’s due process rights have not been violated, it should not be
allowed to submit what will likely be duplicative testimony and conduct recross-
examination of witnesses for the Company.

In short, as argued by RUCO, EPCOR USA’s participation in this matter is
unnecessary and will only complicate and delay the proceeding. Since EPCOR USA has
not been prejudiced by Arizona-American’s failure to provide notice of this matter, its
window to intervene and fully participate in this rate case should have closed on April 1,
2011. Therefore, Sun City Grand Community Association concurs with RUCO’s request
that the Administrative Law Judge deny EPCOR USA’s request to intervene.
