The Utilities Division (“Staff ’) of the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) files 

:his proposed request for clarification to the Administrative Law Judge’s (“ALJ”) Recommended 

3pinion and Order (“ROO”) dated September 27, 201 1. 

In the ROO, the ALJ contemplates establishing a separate interest-bearing account in which 

dl WIFA Surcharge funds collected from its customers will be deposited.’ The ALJ further 

:ontemplates limiting the disbursement of funds from this account to debt service payments made to 

:he Water Infrastructure Financing Authority (66WIFA”).2 

While Staff generally supports the creation of a separate interest-bearing account for the 

WIFA Surcharge funds, Staff is concerned with the scope of the limitation relating to disbursement of 

Funds from that account. Specifically, Staff believes the limitation on disbursement of funds should 

)e expanded to allow payment of debt service reserve funds (which is required by WIFA). 

kcordingly, Staff respectfully requests that paragraph 44 of the Findings of Fact in the ROO be 

nodified to include the following proposed language noted in italics:

that, upon Commission approval of the WIFA Surcharge, Parker must open a separate 

interest-bearing account in which all WIFA Surcharge funds collected from its 

customers will be deposited. The only disbursements of funds from this account will 

be to sat is!  deposits made to the WIFA debt reserve and debt service payments made 

to WIFA. 

[n addition, Staff respectfully requests that the ordering paragraph on page 15, lines 17 through 19 of 

the ROO, be modified to include the following proposed language noted in italics: 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Parker Lakeview Estates Homeowners Association, 

Inc. d/b/a Parker Springs Water Company shall only disburse funds from this interest- 

bearing account for the purposes of deposits made to the WIFA debt reserve and debt 

service payments to WIFA.
