Thank you for your time in reading this email.

Per Docket Nos. SW-01303A-09-0343 and W-01303A-09-0343:

I do not agree with the deconsolidation of Anthem and Agua Fria; it should be retained as one district. If
deconsolidation is approved, the average wastewater bill for Corte Bella residents will increase by $40.37 a
month - an annual increase of $484.44 per household.

With an increase in water per month, our household would face a financial hardship. We are retired and on a
fixed income, both pension and social security since there's been no COLA (cost of living allowance) for the past
several years. We would have to delay major purchases as well as putting off repairs to our home such as
painting the exterior.

Our health care premium increases yearly, our home insurance premium increases yearly, and our car
insurance premium increases yearly. So, yes with an increase in (waste) water, our basic monthly water usage
would have to be rationed more carefully.

We are considering selling our home because it has become increasingly more expensive to live in Cortebella.
Our fear is that it may be difficult to sell our home not just because of the housing crisis but in addition to the
higher cost of utilities. This makes it less of an incentive to home buyers. Basically, its a domino affect, less
new home buyers and less water utility revenues for the water district because houses are sitting empty.

Per Docket No. W-01303A-10-0448:
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In addition to this case, Corte Bella residents are also facing a proposed 82.9% increase in water rates as part
of Docket No. W-01303A-10-0448. This will increase the average water bill by $25.13 a month. Effectively,
Cortebella residents will be hit with a double whammy, an increase in water usage and and increase in waste
water treatment. How fair is that? Usually, in effective business processes, there would be a gradual or
stepped plan for cost increase in rates over a number of years for customers to adjust. This type of
monopolistic treatment is not right especially for a customer base that is middle aged and older with fixed
incomes.
