correspondence. notes of meetings and conferences, telegraptuc communications, stock 
certificates, pamphlets, schedules, studies, books, computer printouts. reports, photographs, 
maps, charts. photographic records, evaluations. manuals, mechanical reproductions, periodicals, 
sunmaries. teIegrams. teletypes, working papers, videotapes, tapes and m y  other device or 
medium on or throuyh which informtion of any rype is transmitted, recorded or preserved.
