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Far West Water & Sewer Company (“Far West”) hereby provides a status report 

concerning upgrades to its wastewater treatment facilities. This report updates events since Far 

West’s August 29,201 1, Status Report. 

I. THE SECTION 14 PHASE 1 UPGRADE IS FULLY OPERATIONAL 

At the Section 14 WWTP, the Phase 1 Upgrade began normal operations on December 

19,201 1 .  Please see Exhibits A and B. 

11. THE DEL OR0 PHASE 1 UPGRADE IS COMMISSIONED 

At the Del Or0 WWTP, the Zenon Membrane plant was commissioned on December 16, 

201 1 and is now in the process of stabilization. Please see Exhibit C. 

111. ADEO HAS ISSUED A DISCHARGE PERMIT FOR THE PALM SHADOWS 

FORCE MAIN 

On December 15,201 1, ADEQ issued a discharge permit for the new Palm Shadows 

force main. Please see Exhibit D. 

IV. SIGNFICANT EVENTS SINCE AUGUST 201 1 

September 29,2011: Final certifications required by ADEQ for the force main 

delivered to Ryan Richards. 

September 30,2011: Far West given permission to pump from the Palm Shadows 

collections system directly into the force main to Section 14. 
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October 28 and 31: As-builts for Palm Shadows plant and pumping station delivered 

to Ryan Richards, ADEQ. 

September 30 to November 17: Palm Shadows WWTP in process of closure. 

Tanks drained, and only one pond and a quarter of another percolation pond have any 

effluent in them. Odor gone. 

November 17,2011: Physical Inspection conducted of all plants by ADEQ, Marcia 

Colquit and Jeff Lemley. As-builts and certifications for Section 14 WWTP 

delivered to them at that time, as well as October testing of the effluent to show A+ 

quality. 

November 25,2011: The pumps for Palm Shadows force main jump their railings, 

forcing shut down of force main and reuse of WWTP for two days, filing tanks again, 

but not the ponds. The pump specifications called for % -inch bolts. Far West 

replaced the failed bolts with %-inch bolts. 

November 29,2011: Letter received from ADEQ requiring redundant power source 

installed and tested before a discharge permit can be issued. 

December 5,2011: Redundant power source arrives and is installed. A Generac 

Technician is scheduled to test the equipment as required by ADEQ, but first his 

available date is December 15,20 1 1. 

December 5,2011: The addition of the effluent from the Palm Shadows ponds, as 

well as the residue left in the under ground tanks to the normal flow from the Palm 

Shadows lift station overwhelms Section 14 plant, causing a partial shut-down, and 

maintenance cleaning of the membranes. Flow of Palm Shadows once again is 

redirected to the Palm Shadows WWTP for four days. Normal operations of the force 

main resumes December 9, but underground tanks and one pond and two thirds of 

another pond are filled again. Odor control operations are increased, with the use of 

lime for the ponds, as well as dry calcium nitrate to increase its effectiveness. 
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V. 

Upon analysis, the problem was too-rapid draining and processing of the stored Palm 

Shadows sludge tanks (not the normal waste being delivered through the force-main). 

This caused the Section 14 membranes to clog-up, which required that they be taken 

off-line for cleaning. This should be a non-recurring issue. 

December 12,2011: Far West commences draining of the tanks again. 

December 15,2011: Inspection and startup of redundant power completed, 

certificate of testing sent to ADEQ, along with updated engineer's certificate and as- 

built plans showing the redundant power supply.. 

December 15,2011: Authorization to discharge received from ADEQ. 

December 15,2011: Letters sent to ADEQ confirming stabilization of operations for 

Section 14, along with effluent testing for October and November, and notification 

that the Palm Shadows collections system has been optimized and stabilized. 

December 16,2011: Notification received from Marcia Colquit that the Section 14 

plant has been approved for discharge and acceptance of additional hookups. 

December 16,2011: Commissioning of the new Del Oro Phase One Wastewater 

Treatment plant is completed by Zenon Environmental Corporation; and stabilization 

of operations continues. 

December 21,2011: The temporary plant at Del Oro, in use since June 2006, is 

removed and taken to the Seasons WWTP for installation there. This provides the 

necessary space at Del Oro for completion of the construction of the Del Or0 plant, 

including three new above ground process tanks and related equipment. 

PLANNED CHANGES 

To provide redundancy, Far West intends to maintain storage tanks at the existing Palm 

Shadows site. This will provide up to 24 hours of storage if the new force main goes off line for 

my reason. Updated plans are being submitted to ADEQ.
