Mr. G. David Vandever submitted direct testimony in support of the settlement 

agreement on January 17,20 12. 

In his direct testimony, Mr. Vandever expresses the IBEW Locals’ unqualified 

support for the adoption of the settlement agreement. He notes that the consummation of 

a comprehensive settlement agreement among nearly two dozen different parties with 

often disparate and competing interests is no so small feat and that the parties, including 

the IBEW Locals, had to compromise in order to achieve such a result. Mr. Vandever 

states that the IBEW Locals were especially interested in 77 1.4 and 18.2. He explains the 

significance of each paragraph and how 7 18.2, in particular, addresses a critical 

challenge facing APS, namely, the “aging workforce” problem, with a view to ensuring 

the continued provision of safe and reliable electric power to APS customers in the 

coming years. 

Mr. Vandever further describes the work being performed by members of IBEW 

Locals 640 and 769 for APS and its customers. He explains the vision of IBEW Local 

640 with respect to its working relationship with APS going forward and how IBEW 

Local 640 can provide APS and its customers skilled, highly-trained labor for 

construction and maintenance projects as well as a great value in the years to come. 
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
