I believe your decisions regarding utility services ought to begin with the fundamental question, Is it fair? 
Well, of course, but what doesfair mean here? 

The term “utility service” (water, sewage, electricity, natural gas) rightly suggests broad, universal availability 
to every home and business. Fairness then would argue for each individual customer to draw what it needs 
from the largest practical reservoir of service. Consolidation, not deconsolidation. Economies of scale should 
minimize the unit costs of production and delivery and therefore minimize the cost to the customer-each of us 
paying the same price per unit. Fewer, larger utilities might make regulating them easier, too. 

Don’t deconsolidate. Let’s be fair. 

I support the administrative law judge’s Recommended Opinion and Order and request that the Commission 
adopt the Order at the open meeting on May 22nd (or 23‘d).

All Corte Bella residents request your complete support the Administrative Law 
Judge's Recommended Opinion and Order and request that the Commission adopt the 
Order at the Open Meeting. Please accept their recommendation NOT to de-consolidate the 
Ant h emlAg u a F r i a Wastewater D i s t r i ct . 

My mother, Patricia Matthews, is a Corte Bella resident who is retired and living on a fixed 
income. She is doing what she can to conserve water and money (to include the expense of 
changing out her 1" water meters to 3/4" to reduce her water consumption rate). As a senior citizen 
and recent widow, her water consumption is already very low. Additionally, and as you are well 
aware, the housing market has negatively impacted her home value, which will affect her ability to 
sell her home when the time comes when she will be required to relocate to a residence that will 
serve more of her needs. The added fiscal burden of this proposed increased will not only further 
stress her monthly budget, but will make her decisions to relocate even more arduous in the event 
she must sell her home to be closer to her family and the facilities that she needs. 

Therefore, we need the support of the five of you, as our representative commissioners, to do all 
that you can to protect and represent my mother and her Corte Bella neighbors and see that this 
outrageously high rate hike proposal for their water and sewage bills is NOT levied on her small 
community of 1650 homes. This proposed rate increase must NOT be allowed to be put in place. 

We also need your full support to stop the proposed de-consolidation of the Anthem/Aqua Fria 
Wastewater District. It must be retained as ONE district. This would place an unacceptable and 
unaffordable burden on the residents of Corte Bella. 

Without, your support of the ROO, her water rates will increase about $67.97 per month for an 
average water user or a proposed average annual increase of $81 5.64. This represents a nearly 
45% annual increase to her water bill, which will result in -13% of her fixed income going towards 
this proposed rate increase. This is not acceptable. 

We thank you for your efforts and support in helping the Corte Bella residents with this important 
matter.
