Summarv 

On July 2, 2012, Tucson Electric Power Company ("TEP") filed an Application with the Arizona 

Corporation Commission ("Commission") for a permanent base rate increase. The Application 

seeks a $127.7 million increase in non-fuel base rates. As a result of this Application, the current 

monthly bill for the average residential customer, using 8 12 kWh per month, would increase from 

$85.17 to $98.58. The actual bill impact for individual customers that would result from the 

Application will vary depending upon the type and quantity of service provided. 

In addition, TEP's Application seeks to establish: (i) a lost fixed-cost recovery mechanism 

related to energy efficiency and distributed renewable generation requirements; and (ii) an 

environmental compliance cost-recovery mechanism. TEP also is requesting elimination of certain rate 

options, modification to its rate design, including the structure of its Purchased Power and Fuel 

Adjustment Clause, and is proposing a new approach to funding cost-effective demand-side 

management and energy efficiency programs. 

The Commission's Utilities Division ("Staff) is in the process of reviewing and analyzing the Application 

and has not yet made a recommendation regarding TEP's request. The Commission will issue a Decision 

regarding TEP's Application following consideration of testimony and evidence presented at an evidentiary 

hearing. THE COMMISSION IS NOT BOUND BY THE PROPOSALS MADE BY TEP, 

STAFF, OR ANY INTERVENORS, AND THE FINAL RATES APPROVED BY THE 

COMMISSION MAY DIFFER FROM THE RATES REQUESTED BY TEP OR 

RECOMMENDED BY OTHER PARTIES.
