Property Owners should have complete say over their property. An Outside Party (AZ Public Service) should not
have power to make agreements with Tenants 1) against the wishes of the Owners or 2) that affect the Owner's
property without the Owner's permission. An Outside Party should not have the power to make agreements with
Tenants without the Owner's say. The privacy of the Tenants is not in question. Most Owners already know the
name, address, phone number, DL number, and credit score of their Tenants. The Owner does not need access
to a Tenant's account informaion in order to control the Owner's property (the presence of an Other Party's
physical meter).

No Person (Owner or Tenant) should be forced to deal with an Other Party (AZ Public Service) because there is
no competition.

A Third Party (AZ Corp Comm) should not have the ower to make rules that 1) adversely affect an Owner or that
2) take away any of an Owner's rights to full and complete control of their property. Third Party's should not
have power over an Owner's property, even if they are the government.
