PROCEDURAL ORDER 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

On December 4,20 12, Copper Valley Telephone Company (“Copper Valley” or “Company”) 

filed with the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) an application to determine the 

earnings of the Company, the fair value of the Company for ratemaking purposes, and to increase 

residential rates as necessary, pursuant to A.R.S. 0 40-250 and Arizona Administrative Code R14-2- 

103, to compensate for the rate impacts of the Federal Communication Commission’s (“FCC’s”) 

November ! 8, 201 1 Universal Service Fund/Inter-carrier Compensation (“USFACC”) 

Transformaticri Order (“USF/ICC Order”). The application requests expedited consideration of its 

application, with new rates at or above $14.00 to go into effect no later than June 1,2013. 

On January 22, 2013, the Company filed a Motion for Procedural Order (“Motion”). The 

Motion requet :.s that a hearing be set on the application, along with associated procedural deadlines, 

and that the Company be directed to provide public notice of the application and the hearing. The 

’ The USF/ICC Order provides for a transition fiom former federal universal service programs and most intercarrier 
compensation sjGtems into a new Connect America Fund (“CAF”). In its USFIICC Order, the FCC states that by July 1, 
2020, intercarrier compensation rates for rate of return companies will be reduced to zero. The recovery &om the CAF 
will phase out o m  time at 5 percent annually. The USFACC Order adds new rules that will reduce federal high-cost 
carrier loop support to carriers by the amount their flat-rate residential local service rates fall below a specified local 
service rate floor. The rate floor includes state subscriber line charges, state universal service fees, and mandatory 
extended area service charges, if any are assessed. The USFIICC Order establishes those rate floors at $10.00 as of June 
1, 2012, and $14.00 as of June 1, 2013, with the floor thereafter being determined annually by the FCC’s Wireline 
Competition Bu&au. 
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Motion requests that the hearing schedule be set so as to allow a Commission determination on the 

gpplication prior to June 1,2013, to prevent the Company from experiencing a reduction in its federal 

high-cost carrier loop support. The Motion states that counsel for the Company has conferred with 

the Commission’s Utilities Division (“Staff’), and is authorized to state that Staff supports the 

Motion and that Staff is presently working on a Staff Report on the application. 

It must be noted that while changes in the FCC’s inter-carrier compensation systems were set 

forth in an FCC Order issued on November 18, 201 1, Copper Valley chose not to file this rate 

application until December 4,2012. It is possible that the time needed for a review of the application 

necessary to ?valuate the rate request and make a fair value finding may preclude a Commission 

determination by the date the Company requests. 

The application has become sufficient pursuant to Arizona Administrative Code R14-2- 

103.B.7. It is appropriate to set this matter for hearing at this time. Under the circumstances of this 

case, it is appropriate to set a hearing schedule that will allow for a Commission determination on the 

application by June 1,2013. However, if the evidence provided at the hearing is not sufficient for 

an evaluation of the rate request, a Commission finding of fair value, and the setting of just and 

reasonable rates, additional hearing dates will be set as necessary. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that a hearing on the application shall commence on March 

26, 2013, commencing at 1O:OO a.m., or as soon thereafter as practicable, at the Commission’s 

offices, 1200 W. Washington Street, Phoenix, Arizona. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Staff Report and/or direct testimony, and associated 

exhibits to be presented at hearing on behalf of Staff shall be reduced to writing and filed on or before 

March 14,2013. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that direct testimony and associated exhibits to be presented 

at hearing on behalf of intervenors shall be reduced to writing and filed on or before March 20,2013. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that rebuttal testimony and associated exhibits to be 

presented at hearing by Copper Valley Telephone Company shall be reduced to writing and 

filed on or before March 22,2013.

receiving federal support funds, the Company’s local residential monthly 
service rates must be increased to floor rates of at least $14.00 as of June 
1 , 201 3. Thereafter, the FCC will determine the floor rate annually. If the 
Company’s rates are not increased to the floor rate, the amount of federal 
support funds the Company receives will be reduced dollar-for-dollar for 
each customer by the difference between the existing local rate and the 
new FCC floor rate. 

The Commission’s Utilities Division (“Staff’) is in the process of 
analyzing the application, and has not yet made any recommendations 
regarding the Company’s proposed rates. The Commission will determine 
the appropriate relief to be granted based on the evidence presented by the 
parties.
