Pursuant to the Fifth Procedural Order, dated February 5, 2013, Respondents in

the above-captioned matter hereby request a continuance of the Hearing that was set in

this matter for February 25, 2013.




In the Fifth Procedural Order, the Administrative Law Judge denied Respondents’
Motion in Limine and Motion to Quash Subpoena, which, if granted, would have had the
effect of greatly narrowing the scope of the Hearing. Due to the recent ruling,
Respondents must present evidence concerning a large number of transactions that
occurred entirely outside Arizona. Respondents need sufficient time to identify
witnesses and marshal evidence 1n order to be prepared for the Hearing.

Moreover, the Division sought and was recently granted (in the Fifth Procedural
Order) the right to amend its Temporary Order to Cease and Desist and Notice of
Opportunity for Hearing. In the amendment, the Division makes additional allegations
that will require additional discovery and evaluation of evidence by Respondents. This
simply cannot be completed prior to February 25, 2013. In fact, as of February 12, 2013,
the Division continues to disclose additional Exhibits that it intends to use at the Hearing.

Stated plainly, the Respondents need additional time to prepare for the Hearing
given that the scope of the Hearing only recently became set, and given that Exhibits for
that Hearing continue to be disclosed by the Division. Therefore, Respondents
respectfully request an Order continuing the Hearing until May 31, 2013.
