ORDER 

On November 18,201 1 , Columbus Electric Cooperative, Inc. (“CEC”) filed a Petition for 

Declaratory Order with the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) requesting 

retroactive approval of certain three secured loan applications and mortgages, expedited approval 

of a refinancing application and a declaratory order confirming the inapplicability of A.R.S. $0 
40-301,40-301,40-303 and 40-285. 

On January 6,2012, a Procedural Order was entered bifurcating this matter into Phase I - 

Refinancing Request and Phase I1 - Declaratory Petition. 

On May 18,2012, the Commission issued Decision No. 73 156 which approved CEC’s 

requests regarding retroactive approval and approval of the refinancing request. 

Contemporaneously, the Commission ordered CEC and Staff to “consult with each other and file 

procedural recommendations for the resolution of the Declaratory Petition.” As a result, the sole 

remaining issue is the declaratory relief regarding exemption fiom the aforementioned statutes. 

Staff and CEC agree that Decision No. 72175, in the Matter of Garkane Energy 

Cooperative, Inc., addressed issues similar to those presented in this case but submit that 

additional information in support of CEC’s claim for exemption needs to be developed in this 

matter. 

CEC and Staff have agreed that the most expeditious means of concluding this matter is 

to request a briefing schedule to address CEC’s petition for declaratory relief.

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WHEREFORE, CEC requests that the Hearing Division, Jane L. Rodda, Administrative
