PARTIES’ REQUEST FOR 
MODIFICATION OF 
PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE 

Applicant Arizona Water Company, having conferred with the Utilities Division 

:“Staff”) of the Arizona Corporation Commission (“Commission”) and the Residential 

Utility Consumer Office (“RUCO”), requests the following modifications to the schedule 

;et forth in the Rate Case Procedural Order dated September 19, 2012, in light of the 

3arties’ status in reaching settlement of the issues in this matter. 

As the Commission is aware, Arizona Water Company, Staff and RUCO are 

nvolved in two active and separate settlement proceedings at present: Phase 2 of 

ipplicant’s Eastern Group Proceeding (Docket No. W-0 1445A- 1 1-03 10) and this case. A 

;ettlement agreement was docketed in Phase 2 of the Eastern Group case on April 1, and a 

iearing on that settlement will commence on Monday, April 8. In the meantime, based on 

he schedule set last September (before Phase 2 scheduling of Eastern Group proceedings 
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tad been established), a settlement track deadline for filing a settlement agreement in this 

:ase was set for Friday, April 5, with attendant testimony filing dates following thereafter. 

Settlement discussions as noticed by Staff in this case commenced on March 19, 

!013. The same parties were involved in settlement discussions concerning Phase 2 of the 

iastern Group case at the same time. Certain of the parties in this case have reached a 

:onceptual settlement, but need additional time to complete and file the settlement 

igreement. 

As stated above, the September 19, 2012 Procedural Order provided that a 

,ettlement agreement in this case should be filed by Friday, April 5. The parties request a 

me-week extension, to Friday, April 12, of this deadline. Testimony in support of or in 

Fpposition to the settlement agreement was due by April 12, 2013. The parties request a 

,arallel one-week extension of that date, to April 19, 2013. The parties also request that 

he Commission set a date for filing testimony in response to the April 19 filings, if 

ieeded, for April 26, 2013, which is currently Staffs surrebuttal testimony date. Finally, 

he parties request that Arizona Water Company’s April 5, 2013 rebuttal testimony date be 

uspended pending conclusion and submission of the settlement agreement. 

The parties believe that these brief extensions will still allow adequate consideration 

,f the filings, since the hearing date is not until May 13, 2013. The parties believe that 

bther deadlines set forth in the Procedural Orders in this case may remain in place. 

Arizona Water Company, Staff and RUCO agree to and jointly seek these 

nodifications, and undersigned counsel is authorized to recite their agreement to this 

notion.
