11. Enhanced Lifeline Service for Tribal Lands 

A. Residential customers who reside on federally recognized tribal lands are eligible 
to receive additional enhanced federal Lifeline support in order to reduce the 
price for basic local telephone service. An individual living on tribal lands shall 
qualify for an additional enhanced federal Lifeline credit of up to $25.00 per 
month if the individual participates in any state or federal programs identified in 
Section 4, Sheet 2, or in one of the following assistance programs:

Bureau of Indian Affairs General Assistance 
Tribally Administered Temporary Assistance for Needy Families 
Head Start (only those households meeting its income qualifying standard) 
Food Distribution Program on Indian Reservations (FDPIR) 

B. If a resident of a federally recognized tribal land satisfies the state's Lifeline 
eligibility criteria as defined in Section 4, Sheet 2, the resident will receive the 
state support as well as the additional enhanced federal support. 

C. The additional enhanced federal credit will be available to Lifeline customers who 
reside on tribal lands in the following exchanges:
